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There is a story about William Booth, the founder of 

the Salvation Army. At the time he was an old, weak 

man. He was expected to speak at a huge convention, 

but because of his physical condition he was unable 

at the last minute to go. Instead he sent a 

telegram.  Thousands gathered at the convention, 

eager to hear this great man of God speak. That 

night, at the appointed moment, someone 

came to the platform with the sealed 

telegram and explained that General 

Booth was unable to be there, but that 

he had sent a message to be read. As 

he opened the seal, the crowd grew 

hushed in expectancy.  There was only 

one word in the telegram: “Others.” 

 

In a world that encourages people to give in to 

the impulse to live self-centered lives, it is good to 

remember the telegram and life message of William 

Booth and people like him.  “Others” matter.  When 

we live as though this is true, our lives will matter 

more as well.  This was far more than a concept for 

him.  It was not only a direction he was pointed in but 

a passion that shaped his life and drove him to make 

a difference with the power of God.  He said, “God 

has had all that there was of me” and also, “I am not 

waiting for a move of God, I am a move of God!” 

 

What are we waiting for?  Do we see a need for God 

to move in the world?  Why not through our life?
