• Application and speech must be submitted and received by November 18, 2025 at 
Post address of PO Box 81, Van Meter, IA  50261 or at email contact defined 
below. 

• Selected as a candidate from the list of candidates applying for the competition.  
Contest date candidates are limited to (at most) 5 candidates on the Contest date due to the time 
required for the candidates to give 8-10 minute speech.  If more than 5 candidates, Post will 
determine how best to handle and respond back to students.  Individuals will be notified of 
acceptance as a candidate by November 20, 2025.
