Education

Children in foster care have the right to:
· Attend school regularly
· Receive tutoring or additional learning support if needed
· Have an educational advocate (which may be you)
· Remain in their school of origin when possible

Your responsibilities:
· Daily school support
· Communicating with teachers
· Assisting in completing homework and other school requirements
· Notifying caseworkers of issues
· Supporting IEP, 504 plans, and other special services

Medical & Mental Health Care

Foster parents are responsible for:
· Scheduling routine medical, dental, and vision appointments
· Documenting medications
· Attending therapy or counseling appointments
· Communicating concerns to your caseworker
