Emergency & Crisis Procedures

Contact us immediately if:
· The child runs away
· There is a major injury or medical emergency
· There is police involvement
· You suspect abuse
· There is a serious behavioral incident
· You need crisis support
· The child is going to the hospital 

Keep the emergency contact sheet in a visible location. Call the office number after normal business hours to ensure that you are able to speak with someone immediately. Always call us before the county Children and Youth agency, as we will be more familiar with your foster child and be able to help in a timely manner.
