Your Role
· Treat birth parents with dignity and respect
· Encourage the child’s connection with their family when appropriate
· Support supervised visits
· Share updates and photos when permitted
· Speak positively about the child’s parents in the child’s presence
· Understand that love is not divided, it's expanded
We understand this can be emotionally complex. We will help you navigate it with grace and wisdom.

Visitation
Visits may be:
· Supervised
· Semi-supervised
· Virtual
· Sibling visits
· Therapeutic visits
· Court-ordered schedules
Your responsibilities include:
· Ensuring the child is ready and prepared
· Providing transportation when required
· Communicating any visit-related concerns
· Supporting the child before and after visits
Children may experience emotional ups and downs around visit days—this is normal.
