Minutes from the Previous Meeting:   Motion to approve minutes was given by Kristin.  Dana seconded.   The Board voted.     8 Ayes.  0 Nays.  Motion carried.
Financial Report: Kristin said that in the regular CP Chamber account we brought in $100.00 income from the inflatable race and $100.00 income from the Valentines sing-o-gram.  However, we had to pay the BMI and buy the TV so that set us back for the month at -3011.16. We didn’t profit from what we spent.  But the cash value is sitting at $8257.89 and HOT Tax is $57.40. We also had some extra payroll taxes (2021)  that had to come out this month and that hurt our budget. Bingo was up this month at +$151.70.  That account is sitting at $369.61. 
Old Business: 
1. Some of the board members filled in others on the February 24th Impromptu meeting where we discussed the hiring of a contract laborer. 
2. The board discussed renting the storage building from L&R Storage for $35 a month. The board voted to go through with the rental. Kristin motioned to approve the storage building.  Rebecca seconded.  Motion carried to rent the storage building from L&R Storage for $35 a month until we no longer need it.  8 ayes, 0 nays.
3. The board discussed hiring a person on contract labor to help with the Summer Bash. A contract was typed up by Kristin. Susan asked if we should reimburse for travel. Travel needs to be preapproved. Kristin says we should at least post it. Put it online and in the paper and see if anyone applies for the position. The board voted for Kristin to work up the job description and to post for the position for 10 days.  Dana motioned to move forward and give Kristin the authority to post the job description online.  Susan seconded.  The motion passed.  8 ayes, 0 nays


Board Member Reports and Suggestions:

New Business:
