and community leaders)

Those writing the letters of recommendation should email them 
directly to this scholarship committee, given that we are 
accepting electronic applications this year, in light of COVID-19.  
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We will notify the scholarship recipient (as well as the recipient’s high 
school) of the scholarship award no later than June 1, 2021. 

All information (application, essay, transcript and letters of 
recommendation) must be e-mailed or post marked no later than 
Friday, May 7, 2021. Failure to comply with this deadline, or to 
submit all required documents, may prevent students from being 
considered for this award.
