DEUTERONOMY 7-11

CHAPTER 7

e God’s command to destroy the nations “totally.” (vv. 1-16)

e Rationale:
o “They will turn your children away to serve other gods.” (v. 4)
o “You are a people holy to the Lord.” (v. 6)
o @God'’s affection on Israel “was because the Lord loved you and kept the

oath he swore.” (v. 8)

o The nations and their gods “will be a snare to you.” (v. 16)

e God’s promise of victory (vv. 17-26)
o Exodus from Egypt as example of God’s power to deliver. (vv. 17-19)
o @God is the one driving out the nations. (v. 22)
o Not allowed to eliminate them all at once. (v. 22)
o Destroy all confiscated idols. (vv. 25-26)

CHAPTER 8
e Remember the Lord your God
o Remember God'’s leadership and provision in the wilderness. (v. 2)
o Jesus quote: “not bread alone, but every word that comes from the
mouth of the Lord.” (v. 3)
o “A land where bread will not be scarce...” Daily bread? (v. 9)
o Reason for wilderness testing: “to humble and test you so that in the end
it might go well with you.” (v. 16)
o God gives us the ability to produce wealth. (v. 18)
o Destruction promised if the Lord is forgotten. (vv. 19-20)
CHAPTER 9
e God’s Rationale for Giving Israel the Promised Land
o Starts with “Hear,” shema. (v. 1)



o Not because of Israel’s righteousness (3x), but because of their
enemies’ wickedness. (vv. 4-6)
o Remember how stubborn you are ?! (vv. 6-29)

Therefore
the Lord your God has commanded you to observe
the Sabbath day.
