RHUBARB BROWNIES 

1 c. Chopped rhubarb 1 tsp. vanilla 

1 c. white sugar  ¾ c. flour 

½ butter   ¼ tsp. salt 

½ c. cocoa powder         2 eggs 

½ c. choc. Chips ( opt) 

Combine rhubarb and sugar.  Cook over 

med, heat until rhubarb has softened and 

mixture thickens.  Remove from heat and 

cool slightly;  Melt butter, stir in cocoa 

powder and cool slightly; 

Beat eggs and vanilla, add cocoa /butter 

mixture and rhubarb mixture, stir until 

smooth;   mix flour and salt and fold into 

batter until just combined.  Add choco-

late chips if desired.  Pour into greased 8 

x 8 baking pan.  Bake at 350 degrees for 

25-30 minutes.
