English as an additional language

For children whose home language is not English, pre-school aim to provide opportunities for children to develop and use their home language in play and learning, supporting their language development at home.
Pre-school will ensure that children have sufficient opportunities to learn and reach a good standard of English language, ensuring children are ready for the opportunities available to them when they start school. Staff will assess communication, language and literacy skills in English. If a child isn’t showing a good grasp of English language the child’s keyworker will explore the child’s skills in their home language with parents and carers to establish whether there is cause for concern about a possible language delay.
We will work with the parents to share upcoming celebrations to educate our children and their families, we will display the children’s home language around the Pre-school rooms and try foods from other countries.
