Redemption works best if your phone brightness is turned all the way up, and your barcode is made as large as possible. You may also print the
email. If you have a ticket from last season, you can reload it online using your webcode and go directly to the slopes.
There will no longer be a drop off area in front of the Lodges. At this time, there will be no shuttle service. There will be no ski check this
year. No outside food will be allowed in the lodges. We will be limiting the number of guests allowed within our eateries. The tables
within our eateries will have time limits.
