Heart of Christ specializes in rescue, care, restoration, and empowerment of justice for women, children, the 
elderly, and the disabled. HOCJusticeProject disciples community leaders, pastors, government authorities, as 
well as other missionaries, pastors, churches, children and adults to be the solution to the problem of violence 
against vulnerable groups and become champions for justice.  
 
Honduras is one of the most violent countries in the world, so the opportunities for presenting the gospel are 
numerous and presented through discipleship, evangelism, leadership development, humanitarian aid, and 
justice ministry. HOCJusticeProject has an emergency shelter for victims of violence providing food, shelter, 
education, medical care, and spiritual leadership and parenting classes.
