Deposits are non-refundable and non-transferable regardless of date of cancellation. Any balance of the entry fee paid in excess of the deposit will be refunded only if notification is 
made to the B.A.S.S. Tournament Department prior to the balance deadline date. Anglers on waiting list should not pay balance until contacted by tournament department

Pre-Tournament Off-Limits Off-limits will begin for Tournament Waters on June 30, 2024, at midnight and remain off-limits until 
July 28th at safe light.  YOU CAN NOT SOLICIT INFORMATION OR FISH WITH A LICENSED GUIDE OF 
TOURNAMENT WATERS DURING THE OFFICIAL PRACTICE PERIOD OR OFF-LIMITS PERIOD.

Official Practice Days July 28, 29, and 30  (Sunday- Tuesday) – No practicing at night, defined as beginning 30 minutes after 
local sunset and ending 30 minutes before local sunrise, including running to and from a fishing 
location. Local time during Official Practice.
During official practice, competitors may only fish with other competitors per Rule 3ii.
