freshman outfielder Saviya Morgan, a Columbia Central High
School alum.

Meanwhile, Eastern Kentucky features a budding star of its
own in sophomore Maddi Rutan, who set a school record as a
freshman, recording 25 pitching wins while also contributing a
team-high eight home runs.

Reagan said he expects the 2025 Midstate Classic to sell out
well in advance, and for much of the 3,000-strong crowd to stay for
all three games.

“You don’t have to leave the complex, as we will have conces-
sion areas and food trucks on site,” he says.

Reagan also regards the tournament as a great opportunity
for Tennessee fans to watch the highly-ranked Lady Volunteers
without having to travel to Knoxville. Not to mention a great way to
inspire Columbia’s youth.

“Our goal is to have a lot of little girls watch these teams and
then play in this tournament in the future. We want to provide for
our local youth, and this is a way to do that,” he added. “When
you're a nine-year-old girl, and you see these top athletes in action,
it provides you with inspiration and direction.”

Also important is that the tournament provides an opportunity
to further showcase Ridley Sports Complex, which Reagan calls
“the home of our local leagues, and a destination for the softball
and soccer crowd,” as well as the host site for many other softball
tournaments, including multi-day tourneys like those of Premier
Girls Fastpitch.

“Last year the Ridley Sports Complex did just under $25 mil-
lion in economic impact to the community,” offers Reagan, which
helps explain why he and his co-workers want to continue to make
each and every softball tournament a great experience for fans and
players alike.

“We treat the players like they are the most important things in
our lives on that day. We do everything we can to make their stay
the best we can,” he concludes.

Chocolate Raspberry Torte

INGREDIENTS:

2 CUPS WHITE SUGAR

13 CUPS ALL-PURPOSE FLOUR

1 CUP UNSWEETENED COCOA POWDER
1%2 TEASPOONS BAKING POWDER
1%2 TEASPOONS BAKING SODA

1/2 TEASPOON SALT

2 LARGE EGGS (ROOM TEMPERATURE)
1 CUP MILK (ROOM TEMPERATURE)

%2 CUP VEGETABLE OIL

2 TEASPOONS VANILLA EXTRACT

1 CUP BOILING WATER

1/2 CUP RASPBERRY JAM

2 CUPS FRESH RASPBERRIES

FROSTING

1CUP OF ROOM TEMPERATURE UNSALTED BUTTER
1/2 CUP COCOA POWDER

5 CUPS OF CONFECTIONERS’ SUGAR

2 TEASPOON VANILLA EXTRACT

3-4 TABLESPOONS MILK

(if you have raspberry juice you can substitute half milk/half raspberry juice)

DIRECTIONS TORTE

Gather all ingredients.

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). Grease
and flour two 9-inch round baking pans.

Stir sugar, flour, cocoa, baking powder, baking soda, and salt
together in a large bowl.

We put all dry ingredients into a sieve, and then all ingredients
are well combined.

Add room temperature eggs, milk, oil and vanilla; mix for 2
minutes on medium speed with an electric mixer.

Stirin the boiling water. The batter will be thin. Pour equal parts
of the batter into the two prepared pans.

Bake in the preheated oven until a toothpick inserted into the
center comes out clean,about 30 to 35 minutes. Cool in the
pans for 10 minutes, then transfer to a wire rack to

cool completely.

We put a layer of raspberry jam, chocolate icing, and fresh
raspberries between the 2 cakes. Then decorate with
chocolate icing and fresh raspberries on top.

DIRECTIONS FROSTING

1 cup of room temperature unsalted butter

1/2 cup cocoa powder

5 cups of confectionary sugar

2 teaspoon vanilla extract

3-4 tablespoons milk (if you have raspberry juice you can sub-
stitute half milk / half raspberry juice)

With a hand mixer, whip the room temperature unsalted butter
and cocoa together until smooth. Once all creamed together,
add vanilla extract. On low speed, slowly add the
confectionary sugar one spoon at a time. As frosting gets thick,
add milk (or raspberry juice)

one tablespoon at a time until the mixture reaches desire
consistency. Scrape side and whip

until smooth and fluffy.
