MARCH 30 - APRIL 2 | Organizers have been hard at work behind
the scenes, and this year’s Mule Day festival, sponsored by the
Maury County Bridle and Saddle Club, will be bigger than ever.
The four-day event celebrating Columbia’s heritage as the “Mule
Capital of the World” features mule shows and competitions, arts
and crafts, live music, food concessions, a wagon train, a parade,
and so much more.

MULE DAY HISTORY

“This is a celebration of the mule,” says Louise Mills, who has
helped organize the festival for more than two decades. “It goes
back to the 1800s when it was a one-day livestock and mule mar-
ket, then in 1934 when we held the first Mule Day, and from there
has kind of built itself to where it is today. In the early days, it went
by different names, like Breeder’s Day or First Monday when it was
a one-day event. But when we took it over as a club, we started
going four days.”

EVENTS, PARADES AND MORE

The festival is centered in Maury County Park, with things
kicking off on Thursday, March 30th. One event you can catch
early, however, is the Wagon Train. It’s a longtime favorite.

“The Wagon Train is allotted 50 wagons, and they go to a des-
ignated location and ride out every day into the country and back
to their camp at night,” says Mills. “On Wednesday, they make
their way into Maury County Park. You can go down to the front of
the park and see everything that’s coming through.”

Mule Day is well-known for its spectacular parade, which takes
place outside the park.

“The parade is a high point of the festival because it’s in down-
town Columbia. It takes place on Saturday, and there are usually
around 350 entries.”

Thousands always gather along the parade route, so if you
plan to go — get there early. It starts at 11:00am.

While Mule Day is built on tradition, there are often new additions.

“We do try to change up some things,” Mills explains. “We
have an annual Queen’s contest, and we choose a queen, and
she and her court reign over the festival. The age range for that is
between 15 and 21. This year, for the first time ever, we’re having
a contest for newborns up to age 14.

Admission for the festival is $10 per day (kids under 12 get
in free), or you can buy a $25 pass that gives you access to all
four days. Mills notes that since it's a family-centered event, some
restrictions exist.

“We do not allow alcoholic beverages in the park or downtown
around the parade. We want to keep it family-oriented, plus liquor
and animals generally don’t mix very well.”

There is extensive planning that goes into putting Mule Day
together every year. Mills credits great people and sponsors for
making it happen.

“We have a lot of good workers who chip in and get it done.”
The festival not only provides a lot of fun and great memories
for everyone who attends, once it’s over and the bills are paid,
proceeds go back into the Maury County community, supporting
local schools and other organizations.

It’s such a wonderful event, Mills, who worked as office man-
ager for the festival for 22 years before recently retiring, couldn’t
give it up. She’s still helping part-time.

“I love it. I love the people I work with, as well as the people
who come and visit us. They look forward to it, and I look forward
to seeing them every year. It's such a neat event; once you get
involved, you just can’t quit.”

Since 1993, Southern Electric of TN has been the go-to electric
contractor for Giles, Marshall, and Lawrence counties. But since
early 2021, the locally-owned company has been under new
ownership, with the founder’s daughter Tracy Bryan and three
longtime employees purchasing the business and extending the
service area into Maury, Williamson, and the surrounding areas.

“A lot of cities like Pulaski and Hohenwald don’t have electri-
cians,” says office manager and co-owner Jaime Gore, explaining
why the company has long done business in Giles and Lewis
counties. “But we’ve branched out, and we now go as far as Dick-
son, Murfreesboro, and Mount Juliet,” not to mention the likes of
Franklin and Brentwood.

As to the type of calls received, it’s a lot of what you'd expect
from electricians that focus on residential and light commercial
work.
