	 “We’ll be doing a special Thanksgiving dinner giveaway spon-
sored by Thompson Station Church,” says Shelly Sassen, Chief 
Executive Officer of The Well. “That will feed 400 families, and we 
are extremely thankful to them for that. But right now, The Well 
is serving 1400 families a month. So, we would love to invite our 
community to help us offset the additional 1000 families, so we 
can either give them extra groceries or buy a turkey to go with the 
regular pantry visit.”
	 Sassen says people can make a financial contribution or 

donate items such as turkeys, pies, or bags of potatoes. In terms 
of financial contributions, a donation of $40 dollars can cover the 
cost of an entire Thanksgiving meal for a single family.
	 “It costs us $40 to do a whole Thanksgiving meal, given our re-
sources,” Sassen explains. “Whereas if you and I went and bought 
stuff for a holiday dinner, it would probably cost us over $100.”
Sassen says the number of families in crisis has risen steadily 
since COVID, so much so, that The Well is opening a new facility 
in Maury County to help cover the need in Middle Tennessee. 
“Back in 2019, before COVID, we were serving 150 families a 
month. Right now, we’re serving between 90 and 100 families a 
day.”
And with the need always elevated during the holidays, it’s an 
opportunity for those who can to help make a difference.

	 The strong community spirit reverberating throughout Spring 
Hill shines ever so brightly during the holidays. 
	 Frank and Sasa Georgalos, who own the Grecian restaurant, 
have opened their doors (and kitchen) for the past six years to 
make sure everyone has access to a traditional Thanksgiving 
meal. They provide turkey, stuffing, mashed potatoes, cranberry 
sauce, and green beans to those who can come and join them in 
their restaurant and deliver it to those who cannot.
	 “We wanted to reach out to people who are in need,” Frank 
says. “People in situations where they can’t cook or perhaps are 
homeless.”
	 Or those who end up working during the holiday.
	 “We take care of police departments, fire departments, ambu-
lance drivers, hospitals, and emergency rooms,” says Frank. 
	 While Frank and Sasa provide the location and get the ball 
rolling, bringing it together requires an extensive network of 
good-hearted volunteers. Sasa recruits’ volunteers through their 
restaurant’s Facebook page. And that includes people who want 
to help cover food costs, those who want to cook, prepare, and/
or serve the food, or individuals who wish to serve as delivery 
drivers. 
	 “Last year, we had about 80 volunteers on Thanksgiving day,” 

Sasa says. “We also had about 15 volunteer drivers who took food 
to 75 locations.”
	 They could also use volunteers in the days leading up to 
Thanksgiving. 
	 “I have my main chef, who is my morning person, stop 
everything else that weekend before Thanksgiving,” says Frank. 
“And he’ll take about four days to prep between 60 and 65 turkeys, 
cooking constantly over those four days. Then, of course, we need 
to debone all of those turkeys. So, this is where we need a lot of 
help. We’re hoping to have more volunteers for prep time Monday, 
Tuesday, and Wednesday than we had last year.”
	 While preparing a Thanksgiving feast for so many is a logisti-
cal challenge, it’s always worth it.
	 “We are so incredibly blessed to have Thanksgiving with so 
many people around us,” Sasa says. “And there were people last 
year, it wasn’t that they didn’t have the money, they were just go-
ing to be alone for the holiday. And when people called me, I said, 
come here, we can eat together.”
	 She says people who didn’t know each other pushed their 
tables together, started having conversations, and spent the day 
laughing, eating, and having a wonderful time.
	 “And that,” she adds, “is the best payment to us.”

	 Maury Regional Medical Center (MRMC) offers its patients the 
latest in surgical technology, and a surgeon on the medical staff 
has reached an impressive milestone with one of the hospital’s 
robotic systems.
	 Chad M. Moss, M.D., a specialist in general, robotic and breast 
surgery, performed his 1,000th procedure at MRMC with the da 
Vinci Xi Surgical System on Monday. He’s the first surgeon to 
perform 1,000 procedures at MRMC with the da Vinci robotic 
platform.
	 “I’m excited to reach this milestone,” said Dr. Moss, who is a 
partner with The Surgical Clinic in Columbia and a medical staff 
officer at MRMC. “The da Vinci Xi robotic platform has been a 
great tool for us. It allows surgeons to be more precise and perform 
procedures in a less invasive way, which can lead to a faster 
recovery time for our patients. The robotic team at Maury Regional 
has embraced the technology and helped create a safe, efficient 
process that allows me to bring the best care to my patients.”
	 Dr. Moss joined the medical staff at Maury Regional Health 
in 2014. He is one of 12 surgeons who perform robotic-assisted 
procedures with the da Vinci Xi at MRMC.
	 The da Vinci Xi, which was first implemented at MRMC in 
2018, is the latest generation of the da Vinci system. It utilizes 

advanced robotic, computer and optical technologies, including 
a high-definition and highly magnified 3D vision system and 
mechanical wrists that bend and rotate to mimic the movements 
of the human wrist.
	 The system allows surgeons to perform minimally invasive 
procedures in the areas of urology, gynecology, thoracic and 
general surgery. Benefits of the minimally invasive approach for 
patients typically include minimal blood loss and a faster recovery 
time.
	 Edward Kightlinger, a patient who underwent hernia surgery 
with Dr. Moss, said he was thrilled with recovery following the 
procedure aided by the da Vinci. The retired naval lieutenant 
commander was back to his normal active lifestyle a few weeks 
following surgery.
	 “The process was flawless from beginning to end, and the staff 
was fantastic and informative,” Kightlinger said. “I was up and 
moving about quickly, and I had no pain.”
