A Stewardship Prayer for March

LENTEN DISCIPLINES AS CATHOLICSLENTEN DISCIPLINES AS CATHOLICS
Pope Leo XIV in his first Lenten message invites us to do intentional “listening” and “fasting” “together” so that we have
“custody of the heart” which allows us to “refrain from words that offend and hurt our neighbor” by “disarming our language.”
Here are the Lenten disciplines by US Conference of Catholic Bishops. (Fr. Toshio Francesco, CM)
USCCB on Lenten Reguration
     Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during
Lent are obligatory days of abstinence. For members of the Latin Catholic Church, the norms on fasting are obligatory from
age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are
not equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon members of the Latin Catholic
Church from age 14 onwards.

Para los miembros de la Iglesia de rito latino, las normas
son obligatorias desde la edad de 18 años hasta los 59. Cuando se ayuna, se le permite a la persona comer una comida
completa, así como dos comidas más pequeñas que juntas no equivalgan a una comida completa. Las normas sobre la
abstinencia de carne son vinculantes para los miembros de la iglesia católica de rito latino desde los 14 años en adelante.

We need them to replace lost or broken totes
and continue to assist clients downsizing and keeping the
shelter clean and safe.
We would very much appreciate some bulk cases of
affordable bath towels from amazon or Wal-mart or any
towel donations. Towels are often lost and need ongoing
donation assistance.
Bulk dark colored fitted sheets for guests. These are a
basic part of an intake, to provide a clean sheet for a
guest to sleep on.
