Dear Church,
There is a phrase in the conclusion of all the Easter Prefaces that has caught my attention:

“...overcome with paschal joy...” Are we “overcome with paschal joy”? We’ll be getting to
the halfway point of the Easter Season this week. Are we still an Easter people? Is Alleluia
still our song? Are we still experiencing the new life of the Risen Christ?

Given that it is difficult, at times, to keep the enthusiasm going and the alleluias loud and
exuberant, our paschal joy is to continue not only through Pentecost, but throughout the year.
Christ is risen. There is hope. We have a future—an eternity with God. St. John Chrysostom
puts it this way: It is not enough to leave Egypt, one must enter the Promised Land. Using
the image from the Passover of the chosen people, he makes the point that in a spiritual sense
we must look forward. It is then that we should be overcome with paschal joy.

Here is a verse from an Easter hymn by St. John Damascene that sums it all up nicely:

Let all heaven burst with joy!

Let all the earth resound with gladness!

Let all creation dance in celebration!

For Christ has risen:

Christ, our lasting joy! Christ has risen from the dead!

Managing God'’s Gifts To Us
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Good Stewards Avoid “Compassion Fatiecue”

One of the spiritual maladies Christians face today is “compassion fatigue.” The media inundates us with details of war, hunger, poverty
and disasters, both natural and human-manufactured, all over the globe. We can’t turn on the television or digital media without being
assailed by news stories of another event that cries to us for help, and we are overwhelmed by pleas from worthy charities.

We try to give out of a sense of compassion, but the needs of the world are too much for us. Generous givers become “fatigued” and
grow weary. We can’t respond to all the problems and crises in the world, can we?

Of course, we can’t respond to the cries of a suffering world with our comparatively meager resources. If we try to respond to every
crisis, to say “yes” to every loud or consistent plea for help, it is no surprise that we feel tired and discouraged. Our efforts to respond
generously can become scattered and not well thought out, and sometimes our giving becomes motivated by guilt rather than compassion.
Eventually, we may stop giving.

Good stewards understand that, though Christ calls them to embrace a needy world with compassion, they cannot solve the world’s
problems themselves and that a balance must be struck in their spiritual lives. Christian stewards prayerfully discern how they are able to
respond to the needs of the world. They budget their time and resources so that their response can be generous but focused, sacrificial but
not overwhelming. They begin with a prayerful commitment to their immediate family of faith. Being generous to one’s faith community
can go a long way toward meeting the needs of others. Their response to the diocesan annual appeal and to special collections also makes
them part of a larger faith community’s response to the poor and marginalized. For some, this focused generosity may be the extent of
their ability to give financially. The decision to give is made prudentially and without guilt. For others, a well-thought-out approach to
supporting other charitable causes can be part of their stewardship planning as well. But for Christian stewards the giving does not stop
there. Good stewards realize that the greatest gift they can give is the gift of prayer. Compassion, in its Latin roots, means “suffering with,”
and through prayer we can be drawn powerfully into solidarity with those who suffer.

Una de las enfermedades espirituales que enfrentan los cristianos hoy es la “fatiga de compasion”. Los medios de comunicacion nos
inundan con detalles de la guerra, el hambre, la pobrezay los desastres, tanto naturales como provocados por el hombre, en todo el mundo.
No podemos encender la television o los medios digitales sin que nos asalten las noticias de otro evento que nos pide ayuda a gritos, y nos
abrumen las suplicas de organizaciones benéficas dignas.

Tratamos de dar por un sentimiento de compasion, pero las necesidades del mundo son demasiado para nosotros. Los dadores generosos
se “fatigan” y se cansan. No podemos responder a todos los problemas y crisis del mundo, ¢verdad?

Por supuesto, no podemos responder a los gritos de un mundo que sufre con nuestros recursos comparativamente escasos. Si intentamos
responder a cada crisis, decir “si” a cada peticion de ayuda ruidosa o constante, no sorprende que nos sintamos cansados y desanimados.
Nuestros esfuerzos por responder generosamente pueden volverse dispersos y no bien pensados, y a veces nuestra donacidn se ve motivada
por la culpa en lugar de la compasion. Con el tiempo, es posible que dejemos de dar.

Los buenos corresponsables comprenden que, aunque Cristo los llama a abrazar con compasion a un mundo necesitado, no pueden
resolver los problemas del mundo por si mismos y que se debe lograr un equilibrio en sus vidas espirituales. Los corresponsables cristianos
disciernen con oracion como pueden responder a las necesidades del mundo. Presupuestan su tiempo y recursos para que su respuesta
pueda ser generosa pero enfocada, sacrificada pero no abrumadora. Comienzan con un compromiso de oracién con su familia de fe
inmediata. Ser generoso con la propia comunidad de fe puede contribuir en gran medida a satisfacer las necesidades de los demas. Su
respuesta al llamamiento anual diocesano y a las colectas especiales también los convierte en parte de la respuesta de una comunidad de

fe mas amplia a los pobres y marginados. Para algunos, esta generosidad enfocada puede Ser el alcance de su capacidad para dar
econdémicamente. La decision de dar se toma con prudencia y sin culpa. Para otros, un enfoque bien pensado para
apoyar otras causas benéficas también puede ser parte de su planificacion de gestion. Pero para los corresponsables
cristianos la donacion no termina ahi. Los buenos corresponsables se dan cuenta de que el mayor regalo que pueden
dar es el de la oracion. Compasion, en sus raices latinas, significa “sufrir con” y a través de la oracion podemos
sentirnos poderosamente atraidos a la solidaridad con aquellos que sufren.
