SAINT FRANCIS OF ASSISI (1182-1226)
October 4

When Franco Zeffirelli’s Brother Sun, Sister Moon was
released (1972), people were shocked by the movie’s
graphic nudity in the dramatic conversion scene. Son of a
wealthy merchant, Francis’ aimless adolescence ended
when a failed military expedition led to his imprisonment
and complete breakdown. Once home, Francis
rediscovered God in the beauty of nature and the ugliness
of human suffering, caring for lepers, praying in the little
church of San Damiano, whose crucified Jesus he heard
calling, “Repair my house, Francis, which is falling into
ruins.” Francis sold his possessions—and his father’s—to
fulfill this command. When his father objected, Francis
disrobed: “I return the clothes, your name, and all you
gave me: God alone is my Father now.” Later, the pope
would dream of a ragged friar stretching forth a single
hand to prop up the crumbling papal Cathedral of Saint
John Lateran. Francis indeed helped rebuild the universal
Church, founding the Friars Minor (Franciscans), dying at
a young forty-four, bearing the stigmata of the Christ
whose living icon he remains—in the Church and far
beyond it.

A los
veinte afios se unid al ejército y cayd prisionero vy
enfermo; durante su recuperacion algo cambio en él y
comenzd a descubrir a Dios en lo ordinario de la vida.
Sus encuentros con Dios en la contemplacion de la
naturaleza fueron cada vez mds frecuentes hasta que
descubrid que los verdaderos tesoros estan en el cielo.
Regalé los bienes de su padre a los pobres, pero su
padre, Pietro, estaba tan molesto que después de
golpearlo lo llevd frente al obispo. Ahi, Francisco se
desnudé y le dio su ropa, pues pertenecia a su padre y
se fue a vivir a una pequefia iglesia llamada Porcitncula.
Dios le pidi6 que renovara la Iglesia, pero no
materialmente, sino espiritualmente. Y lo hizo!
Recordé la esencia de vivir pobre para abrazar asi a los
pobres, que son la Unica rigueza. Fundé la Orden de los
Frailes Menores (Franciscanos) y murid a los 44 afios
llevando en su cuerpo los estigmas de la Pasion.
