A Message from Our Pastor:
Dear Brothers and Sisters,

As we approach our elections in November, Jesus in todays’ gospel gives us an overarching
principle to follow. The leaders of the people try to trip Jesus up with the question about whether
people should pay taxes. It’s a trick question. If he comes down on one side or the other, he will
be in trouble with one or another group. Jesus comes up with something entirely different—after
asking establishing whose face is on the coin, he says: “...repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar
and to God what belongs to God.” What is Jesus saying? He is saying that we have civic obligations,
but over everything is God. All we have and all we are belongs to God.

Amid the nastiness
and bitter debate that seems to be all over social media and elsewhere, this is a call for civility,
respect and love of neighbor, and community building—all things that Pope Francis speaks about
in his latest encyclical, Fratelli Tutti. Even in our civil responsibilities, Jesus tells us that we owe
everything to God whom we live and move and have our being.

Isaiah speaks to us today of Cyrus, King of Persia, anointed by the Lord.
God calls Cyrus by name and leads him in service to the Israelites. In this
passage we hear that it is the Lord who gives Cyrus his title, who arms him
against his enemies, and who opens doors and unbars gates before him. And
God does all of this so that the people will know that “I am the LORD,” and
that “there is none besides me” (Isaiah 45:6).

Paul opens his letter with essentially the same notion—that in God alone
we find our grace and peace. Paul also gives thanks to God on our behalf,
calling to mind our work of faith, hope, and love. And in the familiar Gospel
reading, Jesus tells the Pharisees to give to Caesar what is Caesar’s and to
God what is God’s.
