A Message from Our Pastor:
My dear sisters and brothers,

On the Second Sunday of Lent every year we read a gospel of the
Transfiguration. At first glance it would seem that it doesn’t fit in Lent. Perhaps it
would be better placed on one of the Sundays following Epiphany, as is the
tradition in a few of the other Christian denominations. On the other hand, it fits
well. The words of the Father to the Apostles: “This is my beloved Son. Listen to
him.” helps to bring out the true nature of Lent. For the catechumens, it serves as
a formal introduction to the person of Jesus. For the penitents, it reminds us to
focus on listening to the Word of God. So often we think of Lent only as a time to
reflect on the suffering and death of the Lord. Yet the main foci of Lent are the
catechumens and penitents. Our gospel today makes this rather clear. | suggest
to you to consider the Lenten scriptures from the point of view of one entering the
church and/or as one reconciling with the church. | promise you that you will begin
to discover a whole new approach to this wonderful season!

Stewardship Corner * Esquina de Corresponsabilida

As we listen to Saint John the Baptist in the Gospel, “the
voice of one who cries in the desert” proclaiming the
beginning of Lent, we know that the Church in her wisdom
has given us a compelling season to look inward, to seek
quiet time in our own desert. Saint Ignatius, Saint John the
Baptist, and the season of Lent remind us that trying to
change the world will not work if we don’t first of all change
ourselves. Lent points the way to what really matters: Christ.
We are asked to experience Him who is the reason for our
endeavors, our passion and our work in this world. The
Church provides some traditional guidelines: prayer, fasting,
almsgiving. Saint John the Baptist provides a challenge:
“Anyone who has two tunics must share with the one who
has none, and anyone with something to eat must do the
same” (Luke3:11). How we integrate these three guidelines
into Lent’s forty days is a personal decision, but one which
should take us on a journey into our own hearts, where we
ask ourselves why we labor, what our work and our life
really mean, to whom we and our life’s work really
belong.

San Juan Bautista plantea un desafio: “El que tiene
dos tunicas debe compartir con el que no tiene ninguna, y el
que tiene algo de comer debe hacer lo mismo” (Lucas 3:11).
La forma en que integramos estas tres pautas en los
cuarenta dias de Cuaresma es una decisién personal, pero
una que deberia llevarnos en un viaje hacia nuestro propio
corazén, donde nos preguntemos por qué trabajamos, qué
significa realmente nuestro trabajo y nuestra vida, para
quién nosotros y el trabajo de nuestra vida realmente
pertenece.
