A Message from Our Pastor:
My dear sisters and brothers,

Many say that we are living in a post-factual world. “Post-factual” is defined
in the Cambridge Dictionary as “relating to a situation in which people are more
likely to accept an argument based on their emotions and beliefs rather than one
based on facts.” This has been used in discussions about everything from politics
to pandemic and beyond. The cure of Bartimaeus can help us breathe a sigh of
relief in our post-factual world. Bartimaeus, in a spiritual sense, already sees
better than many of the bystanders. His cry for help also is a profession of faith:
“Son of David, have pity on me.” When Jesus asks him what he wants him to do,
his response is: “Master, that | may see.” It is granted him, and he follows Jesus.
It is significant that Mark places this cure as Jesus begins his ascent to Jerusalem
before his passion and death. May our petition also be that we may see, that we
may have the eyes of faith to recognize the presence and action of God in this
world of ours that can so often appear so bereft of God.
