Since we began our ministry in South Africa,
Reachout To Africa has used the following line to
support out activities. "Changing Lives, One child at
a Time" to encourage our very supportive donors to
help us in this mission. Thousands of young people
have attended Mamkhulu.org's Hope Clubs and
Hope Camps along with other programs over the
past 19 years. 
A recent example of this amazing support
happened a couple of weeks ago. We are
enormously grateful to one of our longest
supporting donors for responding to this
emergency. Mamkhulu.org operates or supports
camps of up to 150 people on a regular basis at
Ekukhanyeni Conference Center and Guest House
(The Place of Light). 
This facility provides a comprehensive camping
program with accommodation, catering services,
sports activities, nature education, classroom
education and resilience building programs. A fully
comprehensive program. 
The one important issue that was raised recently
was the fact that the swimming pool on the property
was unprotected by a fence and never has been.
The South African Department of Education has
issued an ruling that stated that children would with
immediate effect not be allowed to attend any
facility or camp ground where there was
unprotected open water such as pools, etc. ...and
that they would be sending inspectors to all
camping facilities where camps are hosted to
inspect these facilities for pool fences. Well, we
were caught off-guard, we had planned to install a
fence at sometime in the future, we did not
anticipate having to do this install immediately, nor
did we have the budget for this. 
We sent a note to good friends and donors asking if
they might be able to help us in this response.
Without hesitation this couple offered to cover the
entire cost of the new fence to be installed. I'm
telling this true story to show how God's spirit
moves people to answer prayers. An answer that
not only helped us and Mamkhulu.org solve an
immediate situation but also protected all the future



bookings we had for youth camps coming up over
the rest of 2024.
