It goes on to encourage Scots to delve
deeper into their history.

In Article I: Objects and Purposes, the section
states that the purposes of the Society are to dispense
charitable and educational assistance to Scotland,
lineal descents of Scotsmen... to grant scholarships,
and research study.

In recent months, with the objective of fulfilling its
purpose for being, the Society established a program
where each member can donate the equivalent of
their age to add to the funds for its work.

In Article II, it is stated that the net income from
all principal investments shall be devoted to the
charitable objects and purposes stated in Article 1.
