TARTAN DAY 2019

National Tartan Day of April 6 was approved by the U.S. Congress in 1998, led by Mike Mclintyre
(D-NC) in the House and Trent Lott (R-MS) in the Senate. April 6 is the date of the signing of the
Declaration of Arbroath in 1320 in which Scottish nobles petitioned Pope John XXII to recognize
Scotland as an independent nation under King Robert the Bruce.
