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KENNETH BLACK CEMETERY DEDICATION IN 
SOUTHERN PINES 

The Moore County Historical Association, on July 20 
before a crowd estimated at 150 people, dedicated 
the restored Kenneth Black family cemetery. Black, 
a Highland Scot Loyalist from the Isle of Jura, 
honored his immigration oath to the British Crown, 
and paid the fatal price. He harbored Flora 
MacDonald after her husband was imprisoned after 
Moore's Creek Battle and their plantation on 
Cheek's Creek ransacked. He was a friend of 
the Loyalist leader David Fanning. Phillip Alston, Col. 
of the local Patriot militia, was an unpopular figure 
who hated Highlanders in a largely Scot community. 
He shot Black and then bashed the wounded man's 
head. Fanning sought revenge and the Battle of 
the House in the Horseshoe followed.

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EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES AND EMERGENCY PHYSICIAN SOCIETY 

If one had a major automobile accident in the 1940s or 50s, an old driver in a funeral home hearse would likely 
show up, sometime, and decide to take you to the funeral home or to a local ER attended by an on call local 
physician or surgeon. Things have improved! Emergency 
medical services have developed tremendously since the 
1960s and the American College of Emergency Physicians 
achieved specialty status in 1n 1979. There are now 
about 50,000 specialty ER physicians. 

James Manning, M.D. and Fellow in the ACEP, is an 
emergency physician at UNC Chapel Hill. Jim, a SASNC 
member, shared his pioneering experiences with the 
Society. US-UK emergency physician research meetings 
began in Edinburgh in 1990 and are continuing. Jim now 
participates in these ongoing research meetings and will 
be at the London Trauma Conference in December. This 
is time travel from the days of the hearse driver. 
Interestingly, EMS developed in the Napoleonic Wars to 
aid battlefield casualties but lay dormant until the 1960s.
