
“Mere Christianity” by C.S. Lewis Book 2 – What Christians Believe, Chapter 5: “The Practical Conclusion” 
 
“In Christ a new kind of man appeared: and the new kind of life which began in Him is to be put into us.”   
 

How is this do be done? - discuss 
 

There are 3 things that spread the Christian life to us.   
 

1. Baptism 
2. Belief 
3. Holy Communion 
 

These are things we believe on authority, like the Solar System and the blood cells in our body.  
 
The Christian life is inside a person and constantly repairs us.  
 

 The world view is that we must become good in order to be with God.   
The Christian view is that God will make us good because He loves us.  
 
Christ operates through His people.  They do not just act in His name. He becomes part of them.    
So, the acts of Baptism, Belief, and Holy Communion are His actions.  
 
Why is God delaying invading an evil world with full force?  
 
Rev. 1: 7 – “Look, he is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see him, and all the peoples of the                 
earth will mourn because of him.  So shall it be! Amen.” 
 
When the author takes the stage, the play is over.  

 
 Rev. 3:15-18 – Jesus said - “I know your deeds that you were either one or the other! So, because you 
are luke-warm – neither hot nor cold – I am about to spit you out of my mouth.  You say, ‘I am rich; I have 
acquired wealth and do not need a thing.’ But you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and 
naked.  I counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich; and white clothes to 
wear, so you can cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your eyes, so you can see.” 
 
 This refers to three items in which Laodicea (This was to the Church of Laodicea.) took great pride; 
financial wealth, an extensive textile industry, and a famous eye salve.
