The Type of God Believed In -
1. God is beyond good and evil. — (Pantheism) Hindus — discuss
a. Godisinthe universe.
b. Anything in the universe is part of God.

2. Godis good or righteous. —Jews, Mohammedans, and Christians - discuss

a. God takes sides.
God loves love and hates hatred.
God wants us to behave in one way.

Damned Nonsense — nonsense that is damned is under God’s curse and will lead those who
believe it to eternal death.

If a good God made the world, why has it gone wrong? - discuss

Atheism turns out to be too simple. If the whole universe has no meaning, we should never
have found out that it has no meaning: just as, if there were no light in the universe and
therefore no creatures with eyes, we should never know it was dark. Dark would be a word
without meaning.

Isiah 40:6 — 11 — “All men are like grass, and all their glory is like the flowers of the field. The
grass withers and the flowers fall, because the breath of the Lord blows on them. Surely the
people are grass.
