   TUESDAY/FRIDAY SPECIAL RULES                  Revised: March 1, 2025
 Field Commissioner has the prerogative to allow younger player(s) the same considerations as given to an 80+ player.  This will not apply if the player uses a “runner-from-the-plate”.   
BATTING 
 1 All 80+ players will be identified on the line-up board prior to starting the game.
 2 The batter starts with a “1 & 1” count, with 1 “waste” foul ball allowed after 2 strikes. After the “waste” foul ball is used, then the next batted ball must be fair, or the batter is out.
 3 Hitting the screen, with 1 strike on batter, will be a called “Dead Ball/STRIKE 2”.  Any balls hitting screen after “Strike 2” will be called “dead ball” and will not be counted as a waste foul ball.  The batter is not out.
 4 On ball 4 to the batter, he can take a walk or stay up and bat again with a new 1 and 1 count.  He must take the walk if he is “walked” a second time during the at-bat.
 5 A “foul tip” caught by the catcher will be called a “strike” unless it is the “last strike”, then the batter will be OUT.  NOTE: A “waste foul ball” may be a foul tip. 
 6 When a “waste foul ball” is caught, play is LIVE, and runners on base can advance at their own risk.
 7 When the defensive team asks to put a runner(s) on, the batter cannot become the runner, he must bat.
 8 80+ batters: the infielders must play on the dirt, and outfielders can be no closer than 150 feet from home plate until the ball is hit. 
 9 An 80+ hitter CANNOT be thrown out at 1st base on a ground ball that makes it safely into the outfield unless the ball is touched by an infielder.  An infielder playing on the dirt for an 80+ batter can go as deep into the grass outfield as needed for a ground ball, or a flyball, to make the play on the 80+ batter.  NOTE: Only the infielder first touching the ball can make the play on the 80+ batter/runner.
10 An 80+ batter hitting a ball to the outfield cannot be thrown out at 1st base by the outfielder.  Any lead runners can be thrown out.  The 80+ batter/runner cannot be thrown out as part of a double/triple play.  NOTE:  A “runner-from-the-plate” can be thrown out at 1st base.  See Rule 16 for additional info.
11 FLIP-FLOP RULE:  If the “HOME” team is behind by 10 or more runs going into the “Open Inning”, then the flip/flop rule will apply.  The Home Team will bat in the TOP of the Open Inning.  If the Home Team takes a 10-run lead, then the Flip-Flop rule will apply to the original Visiting team.  
NOTE: once the 10th run has been scored in the Flip-Flop scenario, all play is stopped, and no additional runs can be scored.
Courtesy Runners/Base Running
 12 No limit to the number of courtesy runners per inning.       

 13 The same courtesy runner can run twice an inning, but only once as a “runner-from-the-plate”. Examples: run twice as a “base runner” or run once as a “base runner” and once as a “runner-from-the-plate”.       
 14 Anyone on the team can be a courtesy runner EXCEPT the on-deck batter.

 15 Only 3 Courtesy runners from home plate are allowed per inning.

 16 Courtesy Runner from home plate cannot advance past 1st base unless there is a play on the runner at 1st base and the ball goes out of play, then the courtesy runner is awarded one base.

 17 Batter/Runners from home plate can touch the inside bag at 1st base to avoid a collision.

 18 Runners can over-run 2nd and 3rd base to avoid collisions with the defensive player, The runner(s) will be safe if they get to the bag before the defensive player has control of the ball and touches the bag.  If the runner makes a move to advance to the next base, he can be tagged out.

      18a. SLIDING:   Runners can only slide into 2nd and 3rd base, not 1st base or home plate.  Runners can slide back into 1st base if they have safely reached 
1st base initially.

 19 Once a batter uses a “runner-from-the-plate”, the batter/player CANNOT BE USED as a “Courtesy Runner” for the remainder of that game.

 20 A batter cannot use a “runner-from-the-plate” in the Open Inning if he has not used a “runner-from-the-plate” previously in the game.  EXCEPTION: If the batter has become injured since his last at-bat, he may use a “runner-from-the-plate”.  Safety is a primary concern.
