Line:  “ You’ll pay some day”. 

 

At the Buzzer: 

 Gun order is rifle not last. 

 Rifle/Pistol shot from inside bank starting on end rifle target engage the three targets with 

a double tap Nevada sweep for 14 rounds.  Make rife safe. 

 Pistol shot from right outside bank starting on end pistol target engage the three targets 

same as rifle/pistol.

Stage #13 

Grafton’s 
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Narrowly escaping their bank job, the gang stopped at Grafton’s for a plate of enchiladas and 

tequila.  When they left Grafton’s 4-armed citizens tried stopping them.  As the gang rode off, 

they heard citizens say “You’ll pay some day”. 

 

Ammo: ACP 3-7 rd. mags Rifle 7 rd. Shotgun 4 rd. stoked 

 

Begin standing at left or right shelf thumbs in gun belt. Pistol is holstered, rifle is staged on left shelf 

and shotgun is staged on right shelf. 

 

Line:  “You’ll pay some day”. 

 

At the Buzzer: 

 Gun order is rifle not last. 

 Pistol, from left window engage P1 with 5 rounds, then P2 with 2 rounds, then engage P3 with 

5 rounds then P2 with 2 rounds. 

 Pistol/Rifle, shot from staged location engage R1 with 5 rounds, then R2 with 2 rounds, then 

engage R3 with 5 rounds then R2 with 2 rounds.  Make rifle safe 

 Shotgun, engage 4 KD’s in any order.  Make shotgun safe.

Unload: TO will clear all firearms on firing line. 
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Stage #14 

Open Range 
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A posse of 4-armed citizens chased the gang into the Open Range.  The gang was hiding beneath 

the bank of a dry creek bed and bolted out ahead of the posse,  as they fled the heard them say 

“You’ll pay some day”. 

 

Ammo: ACP 3-7 rd. mags Rifle 7 rd. Shotgun 6 rd. stoked 

 

Begin standing at left table.  Pistol is holstered, rifle is staged on left table, shotgun is staged on 

right table.  

 

Line:  “You’ll pay some day”. 

 

At the Buzzer: 

 Gun order is rifle not last. 

 Pistol/Rifle shot from left table using double taps, engage the center rifle target then 

alternate between the outside rifle targets for a total of 14 rounds.  Make rifle safe. 

 Pistol shot from left table same as Pistol/Rifle using pistol targets.

Unload: TO will clear all firearms on firing line. 
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Stage #15 

The Gallows 
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Being captured by 4-armed citizens the gang was at the end of their rope, so to say, when they 

stood under the gallows.  When the lever was tripped you could hear the 4-armed citizens say 

“You paid today.” 

 

Ammo: ACP 3-7 rd. mags Rifle 7 rd. Shotgun 4 rd. stoked 

 

Begin standing between post of Gallows entrance.  Pistol is holstered, rifle is staged on right shelf, 

shotgun is staged left shelf.   

 

Line:  “You paid today.” 

 

At the Buzzer: 

 Gun order is rifle not last. 

 Pistol, shot from firing line, engage the pistol targets starting on end target quad tap P1, 

triple tap P2, triple tap P3 then quad tap P4. 

 Rifle/Pistol, shot from right shelf, same as the pistol using the rifle targets.  Make rifle safe.
