Our Confirmations Are Approaching...

On Sunday, April 19th, we will celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation at 3:00 p.m. at the Cathedral Church of
our Diocese of Toledo. On that day, we will present to our Bishop—who serves as the ordinary minister for the
reception of this Sacrament—a group of young men and women from our parish, so that they may be confirmed
by him.

What does our Bishop ask of God in prayer during the Confirmation ceremony? He asks that God grant these
young men and women the gift of the Holy Spirit, so that they may become people with the Spirit, that is, people
like Jesus. If you recall, the Book of the Acts of the Apostles tells us of Jesus of Nazareth that he “was a man
anointed by God with the power of the Holy Spirit, who went through this life doing good and healing all those
oppressed by the devil, because God was with him” (Acts 10:34fY). This is precisely what our Bishop implores
God to grant: that there may dwell within our young people “the anointing of God with the power of the Spirit...”
It is an Anointing to live life as strengthened individuals—assisted by that inner strength which moves us and
compels us always to do good: that which pleases God, and which builds up and edifies both the one who per-
forms the deed and those who benefit from it, directly or indirectly.

I would love to ask you on this occasion of the celebration of the Sacrament of Confirmation for some of our
young people, to read sections #262-283 of Pope Francis’s Apostolic Exhortation Evangelii Gaudium, titled
“Evangelizers with Spirit.” I believe this would be of great assistance in discerning the ways through which we
can best avail ourselves of the presence of God’s Spirit within us. — Fr. Molina
