When Does the Private Carry the Authority of the General?

Only when the private walks under orders. Only when he acts, not on his own behalf, but as
a vessel of higher command.

When a private is sent by the general with an assignment, every rank must yield, every gate
must open, and every obstacle must fallin line; for it is not the man they honor, but the
authority he represents.

In that moment, the private becomes an extension of the general. He carries his voice, his
purpose, and the weight of his command.

Soitis with us.
