Arthur St. Clair was President for the United States of America during the period
(January 1787 A.D. = 1200 M.C.) when theeaty of Amity and Commerce was signed,
sealed and Ratified. This said Treaty is knownhas tTreaty of Peace and Friendship
Arthur St. Clair was elected to the Office of Pdesit on the 2nd Day of February 1787 A.D

Note: John Hansonwas elected to the Presidency on the 5th Day ofNder of
1781 A.D., and was the first President to functioker the Charter of 1781, and the
“Articles of Confederation’. This Confederation is that Document of Law, whic
was later referred to iArticle VI, Clause 1 of the presenConstitution for the
United States of America

When reading, analyzing and studyingQGleastitution for the United States of Amer

ica, always reference Atrticle VI, and its precoimtied and affirmed observance of all deb
and engagements entered into before its adoptitmeaSupreme Law of the Land. (see Art

Article VI:

All debts and engagements entered into befareatioption of
this constitution, shall be as valid against theitdd States un-
der this constitution, as under the confederation.

This Constitution, and the laws of the United States which
shall be made in pursuance thereof; and all treatieade, or
which shall be made, under the authority of thetébhistates,
shall be the supreme law of the land; and the jsdgkevery
state shall be bound thereby, anything in the Gunigin or laws
of any state to the contrary notwithstanding.

The Senators and Representatives before mentioned, and the
members of the several state legislatures, anexdlcutive and
judicial officers, both of the United States andtlé several
states, shall be bound by oath or affirmation, tgort this
Constitution; but no religious test shall ever begquired as a
gualification to any office or public trust unddret United States.

Benjamin Franklin, Minister Plenipotentiary under the Treaty of 1/78/&As positioned
for the Presidency under the 1787 Constitutionaiv@ation, but removed himself from con
sideration for the Seat. This was due to his ags&ssof being in ill health. Chief Justice
Ben Bey, conferred with him on the appointment mfaamy general named George Was
ington to be considered for the Seat of Supremelikee Authority. ThusGeorge Wash-
ington filled the Presidential position originally slatéor Benjamin Franklin, and was ap
pointed to the Presidency of the United States/89land served until 1797, making him th
9th President, according to true history.

John Adams Minister Plenipotentiary, under the Treaty oBI/was elected to the Sea
of the President for the United States of Amencthe year 1797 and served until 1801.

THE STATES CONSTITUTIONS:

The United States of America is a Federal Systenbovernment, with its member
States of the Union bound by Law to have Republieanms of Government. (See Article
IV, Section 4.)

Article 1V, Section 4:

The United States shall guarantee to every state in this union a republican form
of government, and shall protect each of them against invasion; and on applica-
tion of the legidature, or of the executive (when the legislature cannot be con-
vened) against domestic violence.

The Judicial Power of the United Statess vested irDneSupreme Coustand in such
‘Inferior Courts’as the Congress may from time to time ordain atmbésh. Therefore, in
order for anyinferior Court or for any Officers of that Coutb possessJudicial Author-
ity’, the said Court and its Officers must have andgss lawfully Delegated Authority’
as per Article Ill of the Constitution. All memb&tates of the United States, and thei
Courts, arebound’ by Oathand byLaw, by the Supreme Law of the Land (Constitution).

The Constitution for the United States, inatScial and practical interpretation and sig-
nificance, establishes for every ‘State’ in the dnithe basic rule that its government shal
be ‘Republican’ in form, distinguished from Dicteships, Monarchies, nor by any other
form of government not confirmed by, nor givenhern by, nor prescribed in, the Consti-
tution.

The National Constitution for the United Stai thusly, a part of every State’s Consti
tution; and is the superior part of the states’ €itutions, and which can not be amendec
at any time, nor under any conditions.

The Laws of the Unites States binds the psvesrd the functions of the States to bg
measured by its principles and Articles, and hawipy and supremacy to the States. Th
States must conform to all national purposes amndttational provisions. However, States
cannot make treaties, nor can they issue billsedit or make anything but gold or silver
coin in payment of debt, under the authority of ¢bastitution.

The States’ Courts are bound by Constitutiafigationto give full effect to Federal
Law in their Courts, as that of Federal Courts. $tades Courts have the same obligation
to safeguard personal liberties and the securédsrigf the people and the citizens. And nd¥
administrative agency of any State can decide ithis| of its statutory powers; becauselg
this is a judicial function, and not the jurisdartiof an administrative officer of the execu-
tive branch of government.
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
