A.  SELLERS
1.  Patronage for the purpose of selling personal items at the Flea Market on the Thrift Shop property is open to the general public, 18 years and older. 
B.  Fees
1.  A NON REFUNDABLE SELLER FEE of $10.00 is required to obtain a 12x12 area per date.  These fees will go into the Fort Drum Thrift Shop Community Grants Account. The spot is not transferable.
C.  Participation Policies
[bookmark: _heading=h.xfau19desr9d]       1. Sellers must provide their own set-up equipment (canopies, chairs,tables etc.). . Flea Market  will take place on an asphalt surface.  If using a canopy, please secure your canopy with weights. NO breaking  
           down early, if you do you will not be allowed to participate in the future Flea Markets.  
       2.  Sellers must provide the monies needed for purchasing transactions.
       3.  Sellers can begin set-up at 8 a.m. and must be ready to sell items at 9:15 a.m.
       4.  The Thrift Shop is NOT responsible for loss, damage, or destruction to any item on the
            property.
       5.  The Thrift Shop is NOT responsible for pricing errors made by sellers.
       6.  For safety, vehicles must be removed from the selling area by 9:00 a.m. Vehicles cannot be moved into selling area
            during the event. (Violators will be subject to a fine and will be asked to remove their vehicle immediately)       
       7.  Sellers must remove all items at the end of the event to include removing any trash.  Please do not use
            Thrift Shop dumpsters.  
       8.  Sellers must keep items within the designated 12x12 area.
       9.  Seller must remain for the duration of the event, 9:30 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.  Break down and clean-up will
            start at the conclusion of the event at 2 p.m. and needs to be completed by 3 p.m.
      10.  All items being sold must function properly.
      11.  No food items can be sold by individuals.  (Baked goods, jams, etc.)  SFRG’s will be the ONLY ones allowed to
              sell food as long as they purchase the spot under the 
                 SFRG and have all documents needed to sell food. No
              electrical outlets will be provided.
       12. No Personal Business items can be sold (Avon, Scentsy, homemade crafts, etc.). No advertising of such
       Businesses will be permitted.
13. NO BULK SALES will be permitted (extreme couponing, wholesale, bulk items, etc.)                                               
      14.  The Thrift Shop DOES NOT provide assistance in heavy lifting and/or loading of merchandise.
      15.   Fort Drum Thrift Shop Management reserves the right to reject any item being sold and to ask any vendor to 
              Leave.
      16. All children under 12 are asked to stay with parents and not roam even without parents.
      17. Failure to show up to one purchased date will result in forfeiture of future dates purchased. 
      18. Must display the number given by the thrift store on your table.
       19. May bring drinks and food for personal use not for sale
     20. Absolutely NO Alcohol of any kind permitted on thrift store property.
