Walters in Texas took his group to share the Gospel with Afghanistan refugees who have settled in a south Dallas 
apartment complex. They are of the Muslim faith, and few speak English, but 2 teenagers did receive Jesus Christ as 
Saviour! His team has seen 592 people saved through the end of April.  

The Outreach is now in 12 states. Our prayer is to continue to open churches in all 50 states across America. Pray the Lord continues to open 
doors and provide the needs. Pray also for our church plants in Colorado and Oklahoma. They each need a man of God to lead them and help 
them to grow. We are planting and waiting to see the increase the Lord gives.
