All of the children passed exams and were promoted to the next grade. There are 9 children in the home, 5 oth-
ers they help outside the home and 4 in the community.  Bro. Painter visited one of the orphanages we support 
in Thailand. While there he was able to lead 2 of the 8 children to the Lord! What a blessing to help be a change 
in the lives of so many children. Please keep the homes in your prayers! 
Mercy Mountain sent an update thanking everyone for all the help given to the home in the past month. They 

have now broken ground for the new two-bedroom staff house! Housing for the staff means more open rooms for them to take in 
girls.
