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The principles of good stewardship
began in the Garden of Eden. There,
God created the earth and everything
in it, calling it all "very good.” The world
itself is a testimony to God's abundant
provision.

God entrusted stewardship over the
edrth and its vast supplies to the hands
of human beings. God gave instructions
to "have dominion.” It is essential to
know that God retained ownership of
the earth. Psalm 24:1 declares, "'The
earth is the Lord's and the fullness
thereof.." The earth and its resources
did not give into human beings’
ownership but were placed under his
stewardship.

A steward is a manager of another
person’s property.

God wants that portion
reserved for his work to accomplish what he wants to be done on the earth.

Collaboration and the United Way have a program called “Summer Meals for
Children”. This program helps local organizations provide meals during the
summer to school age children. There are 13 locations and they provide either
sack lunches or hot meals. Some groups provide breakfast and/or lunch. The
Ames and Nevada school districts provide buses to transport the children to
the meal sites.

In reviewing the program, | saw that there are no such meal sites for the
children in the Ballard school district. | have contacted the United Way and the
Story County hunger collaboration to get more information about this
program. | thought it would really help the Ballard children if there was a site
locally that they could access the meails.

| will be reaching out to churches and businesses in the school districts to
invite individuals in their organization who would be willing to learn more about
this opportunity to help our children to meet together to see if we can get a
group of people who will help with this mission.

The following statistics are provided by the Story County Hunger
Collaboration:

- 16% of Story County residents are food insecure, representing 14,730
individuals (County Health Rankings, CHR)

- 10% of Story County residents have limited access to healthy food,
representing 8,707 individuals (CHR)

- 26.5% of students receive free or reduced-price lunch (lowa Department of
Education)
