iii. Leann had an idea of having the Book Fair open on a Friday night during Family Fun Night, but unfortunately the rules say it needs to be Monday through Friday.
iv. Mr. K’s old school ran the Book Fair during conferences week only and that was really successful.
v. Staff cannot help run the Book Fair, they have full schedules during the day.
vi. We did have some theft during Family Fun Night, because of the bags, but they already have a solution to that.
4. Treasurer’s Report
a. Jog-A-Thon raised $26,000
i.  Online was amazing. A few people complained, but overall it was a success.
ii. Need to vote for paying for half of the BMX assembly. The total is $2800, so our portion would be $1400.
