2. Purpose of the HOA
a. Sage reviewed with homeowners the purpose of the HOA 
i. Provide services to the homes as well as maintain a standard in the neighborhood.
1. Services to include:

a. Mowing

b. Fertilization

c. Sprinkler turn on / off

d. Snow removal

e. House painting (typically every 7 years)

i. (Board will watch budget for painting time frame 2026/2027)

ii. Last home painting was 2019

f. ACR – Board does review for approval.

3. 2024 Budget Review
a. All received a copy of the 2024 Budget 

b. Questions regarding budget 
i. Legal and Professional 

1. $7,000 in budget for attorney to review covenants and possibly have rewritten. 

Will need to hold a “Special Meeting” with homeowners to review changes that will be submitted to attorney and reviewed.  Will need a 75% quorum in order to change covenants. 

2. Painting – Average $2,500 to $3,000 to paint each home

3. Insurance – covers Liability coverage for officers, mailbox and fence.

4. Postage – covers mailings, and mailings to homeowners that do have email.

5. Social Events – dollars included to add to Neighborhood Night Out. 

Was advised HOA Board to hold own Social Event. This will be up to the Board if an event is held. 

4. Election Results
a. Jon Cox was elected

5. Questions

a. 150th and Fort median. Needs to be cleaned up. Who is responsible for this?

i. This area belongs to the city. Encouraged to call Mayor’s hotline.

b. Question on Special Meeting in reference to Covenants - - It was suggested to have a trial run, with suggested changes. 
This by law – can’t be done.

Joe asked for list of rules not followed. 

c. Sprinklers -per covenants- states sprinklers need to be fixed by HOA funds. It was explained this is by interpretation the way written. Verified by an attorney.

i. At this time HOA funds do not cover this.

Dea asked what changes are being looked at in covenants. is it just spelling?

d. Rail fence behind Tibbles Street – damages and repairs? NRD needs to be contacted for this.

e. Look into solar panels on the roof. (HOA can not stop this)

f. Cleaning up the area south of Tibbles (need to talk about this, Tim has run kids off)

g. Cleaning up the area west of 152. Calls made but no action.

h. Fertilization dries within 20 minutes.

Will be safe for animals.

i. Damages to downspouts from mowers. Take a picture of damaged ones. Send to Sage. Yard Market will take care of this issue

j. All sprinkler heads need to be marked. Will advise Yard Market.

k. Where do you get ACR? (On website, Co quette will get you one if needed)

l. Trees responsibility of homeowners.

m. Sidewalks are homeowner’s responsibility

n. Was requested that the Board give thought to vinyl siding.

o. ACR response time was asked about. we don’t use sage’s form.

p. Damaged siding was asked about that needs replaced. (homeowners’ responsibility)
