all these questions are answered yes:

Pull the pin. Hold the nozzle facing
e Have |l alerted others in the building away from you
that there’s a fire?

e Has someone called 9117 Aim low. Point the nozzle at the base

of the fire
e Am | able to use a fire extinguisher?

e |s the fire small and contained? Squeeze the lever slowly

* Am | safe from the fire’s smoke? Sweep the nozzle from side to side at
e Do | have a clear escape route? the base of the fire
