Each contestant will participate in individual interviews with the judges. The
objective of these interviews is to gain insight into each contestant’s
character, background, and experiences. Interviews will follow a round-robin
format, with each judge conducting a one-on-one session lasting
approximately seven (7) minutes.

Contestants are expected to begin each interview with a brief personal
biography. The timer will start when the judge prompts you to introduce
yourself. Interview questions may cover a broad range of topics, so please be
prepared accordingly.

Attire for the interview is at the discretion of each contestant; however,
professional, well-fitted, and neat presentation is expected.

A one-minute warning will be provided before the end of each interview.

Contestants will then have the opportunity to offer a final comment or pose a
closing question.

EVENING GOWN

Contestants should select an evening gown appropriate for a formal occasion,
such as a speaking engagement or charity event. The chosen look should
reflect personal style while maintaining elegance and sophistication.

Gowns may be classic or contemporary in design and should complement the
contestant’s figure and overall presentation. Both the garment and
accessories must be in excellent condition.

The hemline should be even, unless the gown is intentionally designed with
an asymmetrical cut. Gowns must be full-length, typically falling approximately
Y2 inch above the floor, unless the design dictates otherwise.

Footwear should coordinate with the gown in color and style, and must be

clean and free of visible wear. Hairstyles may be worn up or down and are at
the sole discretion of the contestant.

This category is designed to showcase creativity through cultural or symbolic
costume design and should be treated as a “Creative Costume” presentation
rather than a performance.

Contestants may choose their own music to accompany the presentation or
utilize house music. Costume design is at the discretion of the contestant but
should reflect a thoughtful and cohesive concept that celebrates and
represents the contestant’s nation.

The music selection, along with modeling and stage presence, should
enhance the overall impact of the presentation. A microphone will be provided
for each contestant to introduce themselves and the country they are
representing.

Each presentation is limited to a maximum of 1 minute and 30 seconds.

ON STAGE QUESTION (TOP 6)

This portion of the competition will be conducted during the final night and will
include all contestants who advance to the Top 6. Each question will be pre-
typed, printed, and sealed for confidentiality.

Contestants will select their question in numerical order. Upon selection, the
contestant will hand the sealed question to the emcee. The emcee will read
the question aloud twice before passing the microphone to the contestant for
their response.

Each contestant will have 30 seconds to answer. An audible signal will
indicate when the allotted time has concluded.

Judging criteria will include the quality and relevance of the contestant’s
response, as well as their confidence, poise, clarity of expression, and
microphone presence.

Each contestant will then be brought
forward individually to receive the question.

Contestants will have 30 seconds to deliver their response. An audible signal
will indicate the conclusion of the 30-second time limit.

Judging will be based on the substance and relevance of the response, as
well as the contestant’s confidence, poise, clarity, and microphone presence.
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
