cheering for her — Sadie Monroe has emerged as a brilliant talent.
Sadie Monroe’s first love was singing, but she never thought she
was good enough due to the lack of support from her father, who
worked in the industry. The dream never left her alone, no matter
how much she tried to distract herself with other shiny careers or
traveling around the world. So, she just finally gave in to the
calling in her heart.

“I did not begin taking it seriously until last summer when |
released my debut single "Soulmate”. | honestly had done it for 7-

vear-old me and was not expecting the response | got from
people at all. It was like | was not taking it seriously as a career
until | was performing my song live in Hollywood of all places not
even 2 weeks after the song dropped. The lounge | performed at
was on the roof of a hotel and as the audience faced me, | was
facing the Hollywood sign just behind them. | was just so happy
and nauseous while | knew there was something so much bigger
that wanted to happen so | followed it. It was interesting because
| had pursued acting for years and no doors ever opened from
anything | did but | dropped this song mostly for fun and for the
first time in my life it seemed like everyone | met wanted to help
me with my music in some way,” Sadie shares.



“I think for me, performing gives me
such freedom to be shamelessly me,” she
says when we asked her about the thing
that attracts her to performing. She
further adds, “There's no need to hold
back or contort myself to what is socially
acceptable. Growing up when | would
play various roles as characters in acting, |
felt safe hiding behind whatever
character | was playing. | would say "That
wasn't me, | was just acting” and | think
for a long time, | preferred that - hiding.
Performing a song that | wrote about this
longing for a person that may not even
exist is so vulnerable and | do not think |
could do it if I did not know who | am. |
could not have done this even 5 years
ago. | cared too much about what people
thought before and now | do not.”

There is indeed that one artist/
performer who marks a space in our
hearts. “90s Pop and Country are my
biggest inspirations in my music. Often, |
feel like such a weirdo when | am riding
with a friend in their car listening to their
music. | love to discover new music but |
rarely listen to what "everyone's listening
to right now". | am the kind of person
who shazams songs from television shows
or at a cafe because they make me feel a
certain type of way rather than because it
Is what is hot,” Sadie says.

Artists are driven by an inner urge
to create, which is usually fueled by
external factors like experiences,
traumas, triggers, etc. To this, Sadie says,
“The first thing that comes to mind is the
people who underestimate me. More
than anything it is probably the happiness
in my heart that | get when | am doing
something | truly love and feel that | am
here to do. It is such a pure and blissful
feeling that drives me to work as hard as |
do to make it happen again.”

What a life is without a pinch of
salt! Every journey has its ups and downs,
failures and successes, happy and sad
moments, and in the end — it all makes
sense. “It is a mixed bag honestly. | would
say before | really "came out" as an Artist,
| often got in my way of allowing myself
to dream as big as my heart wanted to. It
took a lot for me to say to myself, "It's ok
that you want that. It is ok to go for it and
never look back". Now that | am going for
it, there have been these waves of
momentum | have experienced where
things are happening and then out of
nowhere, | am waiting on a producer to
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finish something or recording sessions get
re-scheduled which affects the timeline of
releasing something drastically. Things
happen that are out of your control
sometimes that can be frustrating in
music just like anything else. | believe
God's timing is a thing to be respected
and at the same time, | have also learned
the importance of keeping an urgency
about your goals. No one will work as
hard as you for your dream so you really
must manage the things that you can and
have patience for the rest,” Sadie
explains.

Who does not want to create a BTS,
The Rolling Stones, Bon Jovi, a Queen, or
an AC/DC —it is a dream for every singer.
To this, Sadie says, “l am not sure if | will
be the one to create my band. For now, |
have just been working with various
talented musicians in LA. | am also
learning how to play the guitar so that |
can at least contribute something
musically to my performances in the case
that a musician is not available. | think
when | get to the point where | need a
band for touring purposes or something,
the right support to make that happen
will come.”

“I love horses and have been getting
back into riding them or simply spending
time with them.” Sadie shares some of
the things that excite her as a person. She
further adds, “l have been getting back
into dance which | had not done in years
until last summer when | started
performing so that has been surprising
how much | missed it and so much fun
incorporating it into some stuff | am
working on right now.

campaigns. In my first year, |
increased monthly sales by 50% and
50,000 readers in distribution across
all major UK outlets. Established
partnerships with key paid
advertisers in fashion, beauty,
lifestyle, and travel for print editions
and events. By successfully
implementing new digital strategies
leading to an increase of 30% in
online traffic and 25% in paid
sponsors within 2 years. Then came
the power of social media, where |
began posting my authentic before
and afters (at a time when editing
apps were non-existent) and clients
began approaching me for 1-2-1
make-up lessons and then the
Academy solidified as a grand
milestone in my career. | have trained
over 2000 students worldwide with
my Educational World Tours in
London, Manchester, Birmingham
Annually, Los Angeles, and Dubai.

PD: What is the story behind
‘Wanderland Weddings’?

GB: Wanderland Weddings is a
bespoke creative concierge agency
that | created in 2015. The service
specializes in pre-wedding multi-
media visuals and commercial brand
ads. A unique experience that bridges
luxury travel with the adventures of
artistic expression by capturing
magical moments. Couples leading
up to their wedding date book with
us to showcase sensational
photography and wanderlust
videography to share with wedding
guests in a grand expression of love
and opulence. As they escape into
the visual storytelling of Wanderland
Weddings through the most
picturesque hidden gems and
locations across the globe.

PD: What are a few frequently asked questions of
your course students?

GB: ‘How do you create your flawless filter
foundation / seamless skin in real life?’ which is one
of my favorite things to teach my students as | have
ladies who are both brand new beginners and
experienced intermediates who are always blown
away when | share my inside tips and tricks on
techniques and in-depth application theory. “How
do | become a successful artist and have regular
customers?” | dedicate a module of my courses to
teach key advice on how to generate and approach
clients, create pricing menus of your services,
promotional strategies to gain long-term clients
manage your invoicing, and safeguard your growing
business. With social media business strategies, how
to use your iPhone like a professional with the best
lighting/framing and editing apps for both still
images and video.

PD: What are your future plans?

GB: | have a world Make-up Academy Tour coming
up this Spring 2024 — starting with the Middle East!
Dubai — April 30th, 2024 in collaboration with Dubai
Ladies Club @dubailadiesclub Bahrain — May 2024 in
collaboration with Purple Patchouli Salon. We are a
global artist community driven celebrating the
mentoring of students to become successful
business owners! Il



POPP DAPP: Music demands the
revelation of one’s true soul,
whereas acting is being able to
transform oneself into a different
character. As an artist, how do you
manage to do these contradictory
practices?

MOSES KOUL: | don’t demarcate or
compartmentalize what | do. Even
when | make coffee, there is some
element of it that seeps into what |
do musically or with cinema. | am
trying to live with what | do, rather
than doing something for a living.
It’s the only way | can find
conviction in doing it. If an idea -
whatever it may be - feels amiss
when | do my daily things and think
about it, then | usually don’t do it.
However, I’'m trying to learn how to
be convinced about a lot more
things than | earlier was. Acting and

PD: How has the journey been
so far?

MK: The thing with journeys is
that every time you do
something, it feels like you're
starting from scratch. Yet,
when you look back at it when
such questions are asked - you
realize that whenever you
actively move in any capacity, it
adds up cumulatively. Looking
ahead it feels like I've just
positioned myself on the
starting line, looking back, | see
the years that went into getting
here. Overnight success is a PR
myth - and that helps me stay
glued to the present and enjoy
it.

PD: Was acting & music always
the plan, or did these happen
over time?

MK: Music has always been the
plan, but because of the
pandemic when all my plans
for 2020 (Believe me, there
were many and some fantastic
once-in-a-lifetime sort of
opportunities) came to a
shattering halt. | was presented
with the opportunity to
audition for Class. With
absolutely zero background or
skill in acting or a desire to do
so - | just took that leap of faith
in myself and here we are. In
hindsight, most of my greatest
decisions have been unplanned
and with a terrifying self-belief
and assuredness in my ability
to learn on the go.

PD: How did ‘Class’ happen to
you? And how was the
experience?

MK: Class was a life-changing
accident during the COVID-19
pandemic. | had no background
in theatre or acting, and Class
was my first audition.
Essentially, | got an audition
from Ashim and Niharika
directly - and | was extremely
skeptical of even giving it any

importance knowing that it
wouldn’t go anywhere -
however | watch a lot of
cinema, so | channeled
whatever little | knew about
acting into my auditions which
| gave remotely online. But,
once | started to get positive
feedback on my portrayal of
Sharan, | started to dive deeper
into techniques and practices.
One thing led to another and
here we are. I'm quite certain
the experience of your first
web show, is an experience
that can never be replicated
again. And I'm very happy
accepting that.

PD: How similar or different
are Moses and Sharan Gujral?
MK: Sharan and | are poles
apart. The world we belong to
is completely different, and
once you remove access,
vou're looking at a completely
different set of power
dynamics. That essentially is a
crucial aspect of a person. I'm a
convent school-educated Delhi
boy with an Economics degree
from St. Stephen’s who has
moved away from pursuing a
conventional, yet stable career
to a more unstable, high-
intensity roller coaster of a
career path, where | have no
godfather, an industry that has
a different set of expectations,
trials and tribulations but no
certainty to anything. Where
‘No’ is an answer more often
than ‘Yes’, yet we still
persevere. Sharan is an
unloved, misunderstood
teenager, who doesn’t have
anyone who truly has his back,
but he has all the access to
power, money, excesses, and
indulgences. Yet not the
freedom to truly understand or
explore himself.

PD: Apart from guitar, you are
trained in tabla as well. How

much do you relate to Indian
classical music and its
nuances?

MK: | was 7 years old when |
started learning the Tabla. My
mother still reminisces about
how | used to walk to my Tabla
Class dressed in a crisp white
Kurta (mandatory attire) with
my notebook in hand, half
asleep. | did it because my
mother used to repeat the
phrase “Winners never quit.
And, quitters never win”. As a
7-year-old, that gave me a
certain stubbornness to not
give up on learning anything
even when things got tough,
difficult, or just plain boring.
Since then anything that |
picked up, | would never let go
of it, because the failure wasn’t
not being good at it, but it was
quitting when | didn’t get it.
Pushing me into Indian
Classical music first, was a
decision I'm thankful to my
mother for. Essentially not only
s it extremely rigorous and
vast, but a lot of music
occurring around us naturally is
influenced and informed by it.
So it helped me build a one-to-
one connection with what |
heard around me and then
express it.

PD: What are the sources of
inspiration for your music?
MK: A beautiful drive. A good
cup of coffee. Pleasant
Weather. Comfortable Air
Travel. Life and its
idiosyncrasies. New Cuisines.
Luxury Travel. Visuals and
Aesthetics. Gardening. Solid
conversations. Cinema and
Performances. Fragrances and
books. Anything around me
that entices a response of any
sort within me - influences me
musically in some way. | write
songs about experiences.|B

POPP DAPP: How would
you describe your
approach to styling?
RICHA SINGH: | think
styling is not only about
fashion; it is more about
knowing your personality
and enhancing it through
the choice of outfits we
wear, and how we wear.

Trends
come and go, style keeps
on evolving, one thing
common is how you
portray a certain
individual through his
clothes. My job is to
make the client look
good in his comfort.
Fashion is a trend and
style is much more than
that, it is an emotion and
my job as a stylist is to
bridge the gap between
them. As rightly said by
Alexander McQueen “I
think there is beauty in
everything, what normal
people perceive as ugly, |
can usually see
something of beauty in
it.” Styling is something
that expresses his
personality through
clothing. As a stylist, you
must develop an eye for
detail in fabrics, colours,
silhouettes, and how to
accessorize the outfit. To
achieve the image you
have in a vision, there
should be a proper sync
between
hair/makeup/photograph
er/muse.

PD: Walk the talk with us

RS: I am Richa Singh, a
freelance fashion stylist
Oor you cansaylam a
dream catcher whose job
IS to understand one’s
dream and curate the

look that turns the dream

into reality. | have been
working as a stylist for
more than 3 years. | have
a beautiful daughter who
just turned 5 and is my

pillar of strength and love
spending time with her,
looking after my plants,
and travelling with my
little one. | am very
emotional, independent,
and family-oriented and |
know work-life balance
and want to go slow in
this fast-paced life. | had
my highs and lows in the
past 3 years and it is
completely ok to have
euphoric highs and
crushing lows in any
creative field. How you
deal with this makes all
the difference. | always
felt that | was here to
show my creative skill,
and my talent as a
fashion stylist and just be
honest and dedicated to
it. In the beginning, | had
come few projects that
did not pay me at all but
still, I did as it was good
work from my styling
perspective and could
build my portfolio. |
would suggest to all that,
can compromise with
payment but not with the
type of work you are
doing in this creative
world. We should keep
doing good work and
that will pay off one day.
When | worked as an
Intern, assistant stylist,
and now as a head stylist,
how much is the budget
for me is the last
guestion, even when |
hire assistants, they do
not even ask about the
project, and their first
response is Budget.
Never stop learning here.
| have got the inspiration
for the colour board from
places you would not
even iImagine. In a
nutshell, | can say first
few years focus on good
work and build a
portfolio, you will start
earning money
automatically out of it.



PD: What are your thoughts on current
fashion trends

RS: Quiet Luxury is taking the lead, and is
going to be liked over big logos for sure.
Quality, fabric, neutral colors, and a subtle
timeless look are in trend. Homegrown
brands are doing excellent work. Gender
Neutral outfits are in. The most important
is that Fashion also has a responsibility
toward the environment, organic and
outfits made of recycled products. As a
stylist, | would love your gone outfit and
accessors made from recycled products.
Monochrome/Athleisure continues to be in
trend. As | said People prefer comfort over
luxury.

PD: How do you deal with difficult clients?
RS: Having difficult clients has both
advantages and disadvantages. Difficult
clients can push you to the good edge. We
Should not let our ego come in the way.
They are clients and have certain
expectations, it is give and take. When |
look back, | think because of a few
demanding clients, | have learned a lot.
Maybe my 18 years of flying experience
have made me hands-on to handle the
situation well.

PD: What do you think of fashion industry
standards and how relevant are they?

RS: Now we are setting up some realistic
fashion standards where we have double
XL. The fashion industry understands that
all bodies are good body and beautiful. On
the runway, with shoes, and influencers we
see all kinds of physiques, ages, gender,
share, and color. We still must go a long
way to achieve sustainable fashion. Unsafe
working conditions and meager wages of
garment workers particularly in developing
countries are going unnoticed behind the
glamour of fashion.

PD: What is your opinion on the evolution
of the fashion industry in the next few
years?

RS: Fashion will be radically different in the
future. There will be a new era completely
after the integration of Al in the fashion
industry. Fashion brands will use eco-
friendly materials. Virtual ways to try on
clothes, rentals, and sustainable fabric
made of recycled raw materials will be in
demand. The market of luxury fashion is
the largest industry in the world and is

expected to grow even more by 2030. You
know fashion follows a cycle that repeats
every 20 years.

PD: What are the most common
misconceptions regarding fashion styling?
RS: Fashion stylists have always been mixed
with fashion designing and these are
different. Many think fashion stylists have
costumes ready and expect us to get outfits
in an hour. There is a system and procedure
we must follow for sourcing.

PD: How do you think your work affects
the way people see themselves?

RS: | can make my client look very
comfortable and confident about their
body type. Styling is not only about outfits.
Rather if we shoot in adverse weather, |
shall make sure to have a dryer so the client
is comfortable. There were many times
when you were styling for Reality shows of
judges were not from acting backgrounds
and we gave jazzy clothes to them where
they were not comfortable and their
confidence on screen drops so we should
give them clothes as per their aesthetic.

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PD: What are some of the ways that you
have pushed boundaries for styling?

RS: | have styled an actor for his photo
shoot. He was the person who had worn
white his entire life. His manager asked me
to give Pop colors to him. That was
challenging to make him wear and look
confident and comfortable too. When we
do commercial styling where you must style
as per the character | think there we push
actors and us too.

PD: What are your future plans?

RS: Want to keep doing good work, would
prefer quality of work rather than doing
anything. Here in the fashion industry,
there is exploitation, interns do not get paid
well. | want to make this industry more
professional and motivate new stylists by
paying them well and providing them with
a good platform to learn and grow. | think it
is lacking here; | would like to work for
editorial more often, and that's the best
platform for a stylist to show creativity. And
would like to try corporate styling as still
have not explored this side of styling.

POPP DAPP: ‘Masaba-Masaba’ has been a
refreshing treat to watch for Indian
audiences. What was your inspiration and
experience of this project?

SONAM NAIR: The inspiration was Masaba
and Neena Ji. Usually, you need to write
backstory and characteristics, but they were
already fully formed characters. They came
with cool and different characteristics and
personalities, and | took a lot from who they
were and put it into a fictional setting.
Though we wrote all the scenes and arcs
out, the characteristics were taken from
their real life. That was a different way of
approaching writing and direction, where
they were playing a version of themselves.
It was a weird, but fun mix.

PD: Let us get to know you!

SN: | am a writer and director. Grew up in
Bengal. | studied film and writing in the US. |
worked in New York for a year and then
moved to Mumbai. Worked as an assistant
director in Wakeup Sid and Saat Khoon
Maaf. | then directed and wrote my firm film
Gippi. Since then, | have been writing,
directing, and working on films, web series,
short films, & ads.

PD: Was writing and directing always the
plan, or did these happen over time?

SN: Writing was always the plan as | was a
big reader growing up — so wanted to write
novels at first. But at the same time, | had a
great love of films. Eventually, | decided to
study films and write as well —so | went to
Ithaca College, in New York. | studied
writing stories, poetry, novels, and
filmmaking. Writing is indeed my first love,
as | prefer to be alone and quiet. But now
and then it is also fun to go on set and work
amongst the chaos also.

PD: Post-production of ‘Masaba-Masaba’
happened during lockdown. How tough
was that for you? And did that take a toll
on your creative freedom?

SN: Honestly, not a lot of the post-
production happened during lockdown.
Unfortunately, the final things | had to do
over the computer. Usually, you go to the
studio and see the color correction, sound
mixing, and final touchups. But | had to do it
all on my laptop, home speakers, and TV.
Having it released during lockdown gave up
a wider audience.

PD: As a writer, how do you strike a
balance between relatability and
aspiration value in a story? Because the
audience needs both to love a story.

SN: I do not go for aspiration. There is
relatability and there is a specific thing that
vou might not be able to relate to. Since
everything cannot be relatable, but entire
theme should be relevant. For eg. In
Masaba-Masaba, Masaba’s life is different
from most people’s lives in India. But the
theme of the show is about a woman trying
to find herself, and Neena Ji trying to figure
out how she can stay relevant. A sweet
mother-daughter relationship.

PD: ‘Khujli’ and ‘Gippi’ have received so
much love and reverence from the
audience. How was your feeling?

SN: Though ‘Gippi’ did not do so well at the
box office, but it was expected. It was the
story of a teenage girl who was overweight
— it wasn’t made for a giant box office
success. It was at an early social media
phase, so you could not figure out how
many people have reached out to you. But
over the years | have realized that so many
people grew up watching it, it used to come
on TV every weekend, and there was a
generation that related to it. Now 10 years
later, | realize that the film did well. ‘Khujli’
came at a time when | was very low in life,
did not know what to do with my career,
and was feeling lost. So, | decided to make a
short film — it just went viral. People kept
sharing it and sending me messages, and
the second part of my career started with it.
Because of that, | got other subsequent
projects! | learned that one should not take
anything for granted, if you want to make
something — just make it, instead of waiting
for some huge opportunity and stars to
come along.

PD: Being on the cover of ‘The Word
Magazine,” how has that experience been?
SN: Nandini Bhalla, who is the founder and
editor of The Word Magazine had met me at
a photoshoot | did for Cosmopolitan a year
back. That time she was working at
Cosmopolitan and we got along well. When
she was starting her magazine, she called a
lot of creators and artists that she liked and
wanted in her corner. We were excited to be
a part of that family — support the
magazine. It was such a glamorous and fun
photoshoot — | am always ready for those.
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PD: What drives you as an artist?

SN: Real life. The things that | and the
people around me are going through. What
their hopes, aspirations, and problems are. |
am always looking at life from the point of
view of searching for an interesting story. |
am always studying life as to what can | take
from it and put in my writing and directing.
It also makes life more enjoyable as you are
not too invested in it and take everything
very lightly. Even if a horrible thing happens
— | start to think that it might make a great
scene or | can find humor in it.

PD: Were there any roadblocks in your
career so far?

SN: | was quite young and a ‘woman’ when |
started directing, and | met a lot of people
thinking | could not do it, or rooting for me
to fail. And | enjoyed proving them wrong.
Even now, there is a lot of stereotyping and
blocks when it comes to a ‘female director.” |
am lucky that there are few creators and
producers who have a vision of calling me
for a project. | love doing things that people
think | can not do. But it takes a lot of time
waiting for the right time for a nice project
to come along because other people do not
have an idea of your capability.

PD: What are your future plans?

SN: To be able to tell stories that challenge
and excite me. | never want to be bored or
frustrated with the work | am doing. We
choose this industry to be creative in our
work and enjoy it. | hope that continues! _

in 2020. What was your first reaction when
you got the news?

RR: Major Dhyan Chand Khel Ratna Award is
the highest supporting honor by the
Government of India to any athlete, and so
is the Padma Shri Award as a civilian honor.
My years of hard work precede this honor
for me. Both these awards have somewhere
given recognition to the women's hockey
team of India. Firstly, the feeling of getting
these awards is unbelievable — it is like a
dream. When Padma Shri was announced, |
was in New Zealand and there was a
difference in time zone. So, when it was
announced | was sleeping at that time.
When | got up and saw loads of calls and
messages — my first reaction was of some
misshaping at home. But when | got the
news — it was a very emotional moment for
me!

PD: Why did you choose hockey over other
sports such as cricket, badminton, tennis,
etc.?

RR: Hokey is our national game and usually,
kids who play hokey have a very poor
background, and so do . Technically I did
not have the option of playing games like
cricket, badminton, and tennis. Though it
was tough for Jockey as well, since | come
from a city that has one of the best hockey
academies in India — more than 70 girls
have represented India from there. It
inspires you to see those girls and makes
you choose the same sport.

PD: Working as a coach with Sports
Authority of India and training budding
jockey players. How was your experience?
RR: Jockey has given me an identity in life. |
had never thought that | would reach this
point through jockey. Sharing my
experiences, struggles, and techniques with
students via coaching them to help them
improve their game — gives a lot of
satisfaction.

PD: As a sportsperson, there needs to be a
perfect balance between physical fithess &
mental health. How do you maintain both
under extremely stressful situations?

RR: People expect a sportsperson to have
top-level physical fitness. But along with
physical fithess, mental health is equally
important. Sports are very cruel; some days
you win and some days you lose, and you
also get a lot of injuries. Physical fitness can
be achieved by training with people around

The biggest support of my
family has been that they have allowed me
to play hockey. Other than that, you need to
fight your own battle.

PD: What advice would you want to give to
budding female athletes coming from
small towns in India?

RR: Capability is not a gender thing; it is all
about your passion to achieve something.
Keeping excuses on the side, are you willing
to put in the hard work? Indeed, is a bit
tougher for girls to walk that path of
success, but since so many girls have proved
themselves — so can we. Have your vision,
believe in yourself, and think of setting an
example for society.

PD: What major challenges did you face in
your sporting career?

RR: The first challenge was the fact that |
was a girl in a small town in India. Secondly,
surviving and playing with the injuries — like
15 years of stubborn back pain. Facing a lot
of failures, where you thought you could
have won the meddle — but you did not.

PD: Who is Mihir?

| am an actor. | am born and brought-up
in Jamshedpur and | have been staying in
Mumbai since past 7 years. The main
reason to be here was acting and that is
why | chose HR College for Commerce &
Economics (MU) for my graduation (B.
Com). From the very first day of college, |
started auditioning and after a lot of
rejections for 2-3 years — | finally got my
first break. | did an advertisement for
Colgate Super Flexi alongside Virat Kohli.
Since then, | have been giving a lot of
auditions and doing advertisements.
Then Super30 with Hritik Roshan and
Bard of Blood happened.

PD: How did ‘Archies’ happen to you?
And how has your experience been?
MA: While | was shooting for Made in
Heaven S2, | had no idea that | will have
scenes with Zoya (Zoya Akhtar). And no
one told me beforehand that | would be
shooting in front of her; | was a bit
nervous about that. It was an
interrogation scene in the police station
which Zoya was directing. After the
shoot, she took me to a corner and said,
“where did you learn acting from? | really
loved how you did the scene;” and | was
on cloud 9! There she told me about
‘Archies’ and she would want me to
audition for it. After when the casting
director for Archies, Nandini Shrike and
Karan Mali (who were the casting
directors for Made in Heaven as well)
called me for the audition. And after 2-3
round of audition — | got the part of
‘Jughead’ in the Archies! It has been a life
changing experience for me as the whole
cast was together for more than 2 years —
we did a lot of workshops together. It felt

like a bootcamp! Shooting with Zoya on
set and Tiger baby Team was surreal.

PD: Was acting always the plan, or did
that happen over time?

MA: Acting was always the plan. | do not
remember but parents told me that
when | was a toddler, | use to cry
watching television shows. For e.g. ‘Say
na something to Anupam Uncle’ was a
show where Anupam Kher Ji use to
interview children — | always use to cry to
be on that show. | think | was born to do
TV and cinema. | always was inclined
towards performing arts, street & stage
plays, dancing, beatboxing in my school
and college. And | chose acting as my
career as it is the amalgamation of
everything.

PD: Though ‘Archies’ has received a
mixed bag of responses from the
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audience (so does every not-so-
mainstream work of cinema, it has
received a lot of reverence from critics
and Industry veterans. How do you
handle both appreciation & criticism?
MA: It is part and parcel of our job to
handle appreciation and criticism. You
need to handle criticism really well,
because you need to move on — you
cannot sulk or be happy for just one
project. For eg. If a project does really
well, you can’t just be happy and not do
anything else. Everything has an end —
you got to move on. Lots of people did
love the movie, and it is better to focus
on the positives of life. People would
have different opinions about anything as
life is like a yin-yang

PD: What fires you as a performer?

MA: My passion and drive for performing
arts, to play different characters, and to
be in front of the camera. | still
remember the day when | first faced the
camera, | am still grateful to all the
directors, casting directors, and
producers for trusting me and giving me
the work. Thinking that there are so
many people working for you on a filmset
— fuels you as an artist. | was to do good
stories — that fuels me.

PD: What does your preparation process
for any specific character look like?

MA: Preparation for any projects starts 2-
3 months prior for me (depending on the
gravity of the character/ role). But me
preparation process is a secret!

PD: How do you maintain your mental
health in such a competitive industry
like entertainment?

MA: Mental health is extremely
important these days as in the era of
social media where people just comment
anything and everything and they have
the freedom of speech — you got to have
a string heart and personality to not let
that affect you. You need to love and
believe in yourself. You should be
moderately open to criticism, but with a
limit — because it is a scary word.

POPP DAPP: What is the story behind
‘a.list.club.”? And what does it stand for?

PD: Your bio says, “Gay content specially
made to trigger homophobes.” Being
homophobe is equivalent to being anti-
human. What is your take on that?

RN: Being homophobic is what our
culture has inculcated in us. Our
forefathers told our fathers, they told
their children, and so on. The cycle has
been going on for ages. That is why | am

here to break it and let people know that

though change is difficult — but we can do
it. It is not anti-human as they have been

told for their entire life that this is wrong.
But at the end of the day, they are human
beings — they learn through mistakes. But
they are also open to learning.

PD: You love traveling! What does your
2024 travel itinerary look like?

RN: Exploring places. Explore the North-
East and South of India. | love Bangkok,
so would want to go back there again.
Then south-east countries such as Japan
and Vietnam. Also, the middle-east.

PD: Are you a solo traveler? Do you
believe that solo traveling helps you find
your true self?

RN: | have solo-traveled once and it was
an amazing experience, as | met a lot of
new people. And | love meeting new
people and listening to their experiences
& stories. In a way, it gives me a heads-up
of what | should and should not do in life.

RN: To grow as an individual and go
forward in life. | want to represent the
community (LGBTQIA+) with a very true
picture of what it stands for. | would want
to spread awareness through Instagram
or doing a gay role in a movie. | think the
LGBTQIA+ roles in the Indian movie world
are done by straight actors and most of
the time — they miss the essence of it. B



EDITORIAL PHOTOGRAPHER & AN ARTIST

| have been taking photographs for 25 years

and have experienced the change from
analog to digital photography. The
photographic models have also changed in
the meantime,; Photographers like Helmuth
Newton or Terry Richardson used to be my
role models, but today | see their view of
femininity through different eyes and have
developed my position on it.

POPP DAPP: The main inspiration for your
artwork is the “female body.” What aspect
of it fascinates you the most?

ALINA GROSS: | discovered the subject of
the body intuitively: | first started taking
self-portraits of myself and then when |
became pregnant, it was clear to me: the
subject of sexuality, birth, and becoming a
mother are all connected and it felt right, to
take up and address these topics
photographically. | used flowers as a
metaphor for sexuality and birth, | showed

pregnancy from a new perspective. | then
developed concepts and compositions
based on the themes and motifs and then
received a great response to my work
through Instagram, especially from feminist
platforms such as @curatedbygirls,
@girlgaze, @feminist, and more. My works
were published in Vogue Magazine and
more. | am interested in the changes in the
body, which, despite the challenges of life,
transforms its dignity and beauty into the
present. | see this beauty, the beauty of
imperfection, as my task and goal in my
work. To get women to appreciate
themselves and their bodies instead of
feeling guilty or ugly because it does not
conform to presumed perfection.

PD: The definition of femininity is
constantly evolving through study,

exploration, and research. What is new-age

femininity for you?

AG: For me, new-age femininity means
talking about taboo topics as a matter of
course. It is a de-romanticization and
idealization of femininity. An example:
Mother-child images are shown very
romantically in art history (think of the
Madonna images with Christ), especially in
Christian iconography. When | became a
mother, | understood that reality is
different. | felt guilty and powerless. | then
began to take pictures that also showed the
melancholic side and spoke to the grief and
despair.

PD: How did you develop your interest in
photography? AG: | have wanted to do
photography full-time since | was at school,
but it took studying and a few years of
apprenticeship to earn money with
photography. My passion for photography
has only grown since then.
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PD: Gender has moved away
from male-female polarities
and has become a continuum.
Do you think femininity is no
longer limited to a “she”?

AG: Gender fluidity has
become socially acceptable in
the Western world. There has
always been travesty and
androgyny, especially in art,
theater, and fashion. This is a
gift of democracy to us. There
are of course many totalitarian
countries that reject non-
binary people and even put
them under the death penalty.
Tolerance and education will
be necessary to move the fixed
structures.

PD: Have you faced challenges
and obstacles in your career
because of your idea of
femininity?

AG: | have experienced a lot of
positive things in my career so
far, especially in the form of
great projects with great artists
and new experiences. | am
very grateful for that. But no
light without shadows. | have
often been attacked online,
insulted with nasty comments,
and have also experienced
envy and resentment. But |
think that applies to many
successful people.

PD: Giving women a voice and
sensitizing society to listen to
women - these are two
completely different things.
What do you think of it? And
how far have we come as a
society so far?

AG: Women must give
themselves a voice. They
cannot expect anyone to do it
for them. They must
emancipate themselves by
finding the voice that is right
for them. Through my
photography, | have found my
voice, which is also understood
interculturally. There are other
ways too. Society can only
listen to them when they take
themselves seriously enough.

PD: Is there any advice you
would like to give to young
aspiring photographers and
artists? AG: Change industry.
(Joke)

PD: The female body is too
complex to understand or
explain. He just needs to be
respected and not
stereotyped. Do you believe in
it?

AG: Every woman is physically
built differently and their
access to intimacy is more
difficult than for men. The
clitoris is hidden in the vulva
and must first be laboriously
explored. Reproduction
requires a male orgasm, not a
female one. Men often have
more direct access to their
sexual organs and are satisfied
more quickly. Women often
need more time and must get
physically and emotionally
involved in sex. This is often a
long process and not always
productive.

PD: Tell us about your current
projects.

AG: | am currently working on
a project about the connection
between humans and
machines. | find it exciting how
Al is taking over many fields of
photography, science, and
communication, and would like
to talk about it in my next
exhibition. In May | will take
part in the Image Nation Paris
group exhibition in Paris. | am
looking forward to this.

PD: What are your future
plans?

AG: | would like to do more
teaching and research in visual
arts. | love talking to others
about my passion and sharing
my knowledge. | would also
like to work with Vogue
magazine and exhibit and
publish internationally.
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The female gaze in photography exists. It is
ruthless and self-critical!
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Do not take fashion too
seriously, have fun with it.
Try to create your style.
And it is okay to repeat an
outfit (if you change 50%
of it).



| have always been artistic
since | was a kid. Heavily
influenced by hip-hop
culture from the West. |
started doing graffiti and
started doing graffiti on
sneakers as walls were
more of a cost. My
friends kept giving me
their pairs to customize
and that is how | got into
sneakers.

PD: Was getting into fashion always your
plan, or did that happen over time?

RD: | was always inclined towards anything
creative, but mostly DIY. As a kid, |
participated in all types of competitions,
with dance and fancy dress being the most
exciting for me. | was almost going to take
up science after my SSC, but | got into the
college that | always wanted, and there was
a spot in arts, so | had to take art, leading
to taking up BMM. If you’re a BMM
student, you know how much the fest
means to us, and half the year goes into
participating in the fest, and, of course, my
favorite was fashion shows. Contrary to
now, | used to model for the fashion shows
and not design the outfits. | guess fashion
has just stayed with me forever, no matter
what I’'m doing in life.
