RESOLUTION
New Delhi, the 8h November, 2019

No.P-12029(11)/2/2018-OMC-PNG-The Government of India vide Resolution No. P-20012/29/97-PP dated
21% November, 1997 decided on phased dismantling of Administered Price Mechanism (APM) of motor spirit (MS),
high speed diesel (HSD) and aviation turbine fuel (ATF). Thereafter, based on a Report submitted by the Group of
Ministers working out a specific framework for developing “Indian Hydrocarbon Vision-2025” in March 2000, the
Government of India decided to grant authorization to market transportation fuels to the new entrants including the
private sector, vide Resolution No. P-23015/1/2001-Mkt dated 8" March, 2002. Thereafter, vide Resolution No. P-
11013/1/2-15-Dist dated 10" August, 2015, the said Resolution was revised to include bio-diesel also. The guidelines
contained in the said Resolution continue to regulate the grant of authorization process till date.
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2. In view of changed marketing dynamics and to further improve service levels in retail marketing by introducing
more competition from private sector marketing companies, an Expert Committee was constituted by this Ministry vide
its Order no. P-12029(11)/2/2018-OMC-PNG dated 5" October, 2018 to look at various issues related to implementation
of existing guidelines for grant of authorization to market transportation fuels. The report has recommended measures to
increase private sector participation, including foreign players in the marketing of MS and HSD while also encouraging
dispensing of alternate fuels and augmentation of retail network in remote areas and ensuring higher levels of customer
service.

3. The Government of India, after having considered the above Report and comments received from various
stakeholders, has now decided to revise guidelines for granting authorization to market transportation fuels viz, MS and
HSD to new entrants including the private sector and also make certain amendments in the terms and conditions for the
already authorized entities and the Public Sector Undertaking (PSU) oil marketing companies (OMCs). Accordingly, the
earlier Marketing Resolutions dated 8" March, 2002 and 10™ August, 2015 would cease to be operative only in respect of
MS and HSD and the revised guidelines as detailed here under shall be effective for MS and HSD from the date of
publication of the same in the Gazette of India.

4. Considering that retail and bulk business of marketing of transportation fuels (MS and HSD) are different in
nature, entities may either apply for retail business or bulk business or both.

S. Retail business is when an entity sells product through the dispensing units installed in the retail outlets. Bulk
business is when an entity supplies product directly in bulk {minimum one full truck load of ordinarily twelve thousand
(12,000) litres per delivery} to end users (for their own consumption and not for resale) and/or to other entities who have
obtained marketing authorisation (for selling in either retail or bulk or both). The guidelines for grant of authorisation for
each type of application have been outlined separately below.

6. Authorisation for retail marketing: Retail business is when an entity sells product through the dispensing
units installed in the retail outlets.

6.1 Eligibility criteria

6.1.1  An entity seeking authorisation for retail marketing only should have a minimum net worth of at least ¥ 250
crore (Rupees two hundred fifty crore) at the time of making the application to the Central Government for grant of
authorisation. Accordingly, it would be required to submit the audited accounts statement of the previous financial year
in support of its application. Further, the entity would be required to ensure that its net worth does not fall below I 250
crore at any point of time during the tenure of the authorisation. Therefore, the entity would be required to file an annual
statement in this regard with the Central Government along with audited accounts statement. In case of a newly
established entity applying for authorisation which does not have audited accounts statement, a certificate from a
chartered accountant stating that the entity has a net worth of ¥ 250 crore, would be accepted. The credentials only of the
entity applying for authorisation and not of its parent entity, if any, shall be taken into consideration while deciding the
application.

6.1.2  The authorisation for retail marketing would be contingent to the entity undertaking to comply with all the terms
and conditions mentioned in this Resolution and letter of authorization issued to the entity.

6.1.3 In addition to conventional fuels, the authorized entities are required to install facilities for marketing at least
one new generation alternate fuels like Compressed Natural Gas (CNG), biofuels, Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG), electric
vehicle charging points etc. at their proposed retail outlets (RO) within three years of operationalization of the said outlet
subject to the entity complying with various other statutory guidelines (of Petroleum and Natural Gas Regulatory Board,
Central Electricity Authority, Petroleum and Explosives Safety Organisation, etc. as applicable). There shall not be any
restriction on an authorized entity utilizing the same retail outlet premises for sales of other new generation transportation
fuels by other companies subject to it complying with all statutory guidelines as applicable.

6.2 Application process

The entity seeking authorisation for retail marketing shall make an application to the Central Government in the
prescribed manner along with the requisite non-refundable application fee of ¥ 25 lakh (Rupees twenty five lakh). The
entity needs to set up at least hundred retail outlets, out of which at least five percent (5%) of the proposed retail outlets
shall be set up in the notified remote areas within five years of grant of authorisation as per timelines indicated in Para
6.2.1. The cumulative percentage of authorised ROs as mentioned in Para 6.2.1 below are the minimum numbers which
the entity would be required to set up by the end of that year. The year will be calculated from the date of grant of
authorization.

The authorized entities shall have the flexibility to commission any of MS or HSD or both at any of its non-remote retail
outlet. However, it shall mandatorily provide both MS and HSD facility at a remote area RO. In case of non-remote ROs,
if an entity puts up only MS facility at one site and only HSD facility at another site, it would be construed as two retail
outlets.
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6.2.1 Commissioning schedule of remote area retail outlets

The timelines for commissioning of minimum number of remote area retail outlets is as follows:

6.2.2 Marketing plan

The entity seeking authorisation for retail marketing shall also submit a marketing plan in its application. The entity
would be required to specify the year-wise number of retail outlets it proposes to set up subject to a minimum of hundred
(100) retail outlets in the application itself. Apart from the above, the marketing plan would include:

- The source of supply of products to be marketed;
- Tankage and other infrastructure with their capacity;
- Means of transportation of products to depots and to ROs; and
- Year-wise number of ROs proposed.
6.2.3 Remote area obligation

6.2.3.1 Five percent (5%) of the proposed retail outlets shall be set up by the entity in the notified remote areas within
five years of grant of authorisation as per timelines indicated in para 6.2.1. Currently, Remote Area (RA) for the purpose
of this Resolution is defined in Notification no. P-23015/1/2003-Mkt. dated 5" August 2003. The Central Government
may update the list of areas specified in remote areas from time to time keeping in mind the number of retail outlets set
up by various OMCs so as to ensure coverage of all remote areas. Once sufficient numbers of retail outlets have been set
up in a particular remote area, the Central Government may notify exclusion of such area from the list which shall
ordinarily be effective after one year of such notification. However, the retail outlet once commissioned in a remote area,
would continue to be counted as a remote area retail outlet.

6.2.3.2 The following two options would be available to the entity in respect of its obligation towards remote area retail
outlets which they have to exercise at the time of application itself.

Option- 1: Upfront payment of ¥ 2 crore (Rupees two crore) per remote area RO within one month of grant of
authorisation to the Government in case the entity does not want to set up such ROs itself.

Option-2: Submit a Bank Guarantee (BG) of ¥ 3 crore (Rupee three crore) per remote area RO within one month of
grant of authorisation to the Government in case the authorized entity wants to set up such ROs itself. In case the
authorized entity fails to set up remote area ROs as per the timelines indicated above in Para 6.2.1, the Government
shall en-cash bank guarantee equivalent to the shortfall in remote area ROs @ ¥ 3 crore/ RO immediately at the end of
the year of shortfall itself. The year will be calculated from the date of grant of authorization.

6.2.3.3 Central Government will utilize the funds received under both the options above for setting up retail outlets in
remote areas using bidding process or through PSU OMCs.

Thereafter, the total number of authorised ROs that the entity would be required to setup as per the schedule would be
reduced by the number of ROs for which they paid upfront (option 1) or penalty (option 2) to meet the remote area
obligation.

6.2.4 Universal service obligation (USO) for remote service ROs

The authorized entities shall have to follow certain Universal Service Obligations (USOs) in respect of remote area retail
outlets in the manner given below and as prescribed by the Government from time to time.

* maintaining supplies of MS and HSD to retail consumers throughout the specified working hours and of
specified quality and quantity;

¢ ensuring availability of minimum facilities as specified by the Central Government, to all the retail consumers at
the retail outlet;

* maintaining minimum inventory levels of MS and HSD as specified by the Central Government from time to
time;

e providing service to any person on demand within a reasonable period of time and on non-discriminatory basis;

Availability of fuel to the customers at reasonable prices.
6.2.5 Bank guarantee (BG) and penalties

The entity shall deposit a bank guarantee with the Central Government at the time of grant of authorisation for retail
marketing for meeting the following:

(i) T 3 crore (Rupee three crore) per remote area RO in case the entity has chosen Option 2 in Para
6.2.3.2 above towards the entity meeting its commitment of commissioning remote area ROs as per
the timelines and fulfilling USOs in respect of the RO. If the authorized entity fails to commission
any remote area RO as per the approved timelines, the Central Government shall en-cash bank
guarantee equivalent to ¥ 3 crore (Rupees three crore) per remote area RO corresponding to short
fall in commissioning vis-a-vis targets for that year. The bank guarantee of ¥ 2.5 crore (Rupees two
crore fifty lakh) per remote RO actually set up shall be released by Government after the authorized
entity has discharged its full obligations either by setting up of the RO itself or by paying the penalty
of ¥ 3 crore (Rupees three crore) per remote area RO. The balance BG of ¥ 50 lakh (Rupees fifty
lakh) per remote RO shall be retained as a security towards the authorized entity fulfilling USOs for
these ROs. However, in case the entity has chosen Option 1 in Para 6.2.3.2 above, no bank
guarantee will be taken from it on account of commissioning of remote area RO and fulfilling USOs
related to remote area.

(i) T 5 crore (five crore rupees) towards maintaining disciplined behaviour in the market in terms of
making proper representation about its operations to the public/dealers, providing high customer
service to customers and providing timely and regular information about its infrastructure/sales
/operations etc. to the Central Government or its nominated agency. The BG shall be collected from
all the authorized entities which have chosen either Option 1 or Option 2 in Para 6.2.3.2 above. A
penalty of twenty five lakh rupees (X 25,00,000/-) per instance may be levied in case of each
established instance of indiscipline. If the authorized entity fails to pay the penalty in given time, the
Government shall have the power to en-cash the BG equal to penalty value and the authorized entity
shall be required to replenish BG to the full value of five crore rupees (X 5,00,00,000/-) within a
period of sixty days from the date of encashment of BG.

(iii) In case of repeated default in maintaining discipline, both the Bank Guarantee deposited with the
Government towards remote area obligation and discipline shall be en-cashed by the Government
and any amount deposited/paid by the authorized entity to the Government shall stand forfeited.
Further, the Government may also revoke the marketing authorisation in public interest.

6.2.6  Other points

Persons having dealership with one PSU OMC under ‘Open’ category may be allowed dealership of more than one
marketing company but at a different site for future ROs, subject to the same being allowed in the contracts/ agreements
with the existing PSU OMC.

An RO dealer blacklisted by any of the authorized entity or PSU OMCs shall not be allowed to take up dealership with
other authorized entity or PSU OMCs. Further, the sites of terminated dealership will be utilized by other authorized
entity subject to obtaining NOC from the original authorized entity to operate the terminated retail outlet site.

No authorized entity shall be allowed to market transportation fuels from the existing retail outlets of another entity i.e.
the encroachment of existing retail outlet of one OMC by another OMC is not allowed.

7. Authorisation for bulk marketing: Bulk business is when an entity supplies product (MS and HSD) directly in
bulk {minimum one full truck load of ordinarily twelve thousand (12,000) litres per delivery} to end users (for their own
consumption and not for resale) and/or to other entities who have obtained marketing authorisation (for selling in either
retail or bulk or both). The authorisation to market in bulk would be for MS and HSD only.

71 Eligibility criteria

The entity seeking authorisation for bulk marketing should have a minimum net worth of at least ¥ 250 crore (Rupees two
hundred and fifty crore) at the time of making the application to the Central Government for grant of authorisation.
Accordingly, the entity would be required to submit audited accounts statement of the previous financial year in support
of its application. Further, the entity would be required to ensure that its net worth does not fall below ¥ 250 crore at any
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point of time during the tenure of the authorisation. Therefore, the entity would be required to file an annual statement in
this regard with the Central Government along with audited accounts statement. In case of a newly established entity
applying for authorisation which does not have audited accounts statement, a certificate from a chartered accountant
stating that the entity has a net worth of ¥ 250 crore, would be accepted. The credentials only of the entity applying for
authorisation and not of its parent entity, if any shall be taken into consideration while deciding the application.

7.2 Application process

The entity seeking authorisation for bulk marketing shall make an application to the Central Government in the
prescribed manner along with the requisite non-refundable application fee of ¥ 25 lakh (Rupees twenty five lakh) and
need to pay upfront at the time of grant of authorization, an amount of ¥15 crore (Rupees fifteen crore) as non-refundable
authorisation fees.

The entity seeking authorisation for bulk marketing shall include in its application to the Central Government a
marketing plan detailing the following:

- The source of supply of products to be marketed;
- Tankage and other infrastructure with their capacity;
- Means of transportation of products to depots and to bulk customers;
- Total quantum and type of products to be covered.
7.3 Bank guarantee and penalty

The entity shall deposit a bank guarantee with the Central Government at the time of grant of authorisation for bulk
marketing for meeting the following:

(i) ¥ 5 crore (Rupee Five Crore) at the time of grant of authorisation for bulk marketing to ensure that the
authorized entity maintains discipline in operations of its authorisation in terms of proper
representation about its operations to the public/ customers/ channel partners and furnishing regular
and timely the prescribed information to the Central Government or its nominated agency. A penalty
of ¥ 25 lakh (Rupee twenty five lakh) per instance shall be levied in case of each established
instance of indiscipline. If the authorized entity fails to pay the penalty in a given time, Government
shall have the power to en-cash the BG equivalent to penalty value and the authorized entity shall be
required to replenish BG to the full value of ¥ 5 crore (Rupee five crore) within a period of sixty
days from the date of encashment of BG.

(i)  In the case of repeated default in maintaining discipline, the entire bank guarantee deposited by the
entity with the Government shall be en-cashed and any amount deposited/paid by the entity to the
Government shall stand forfeited. Further, the Government may also revoke the marketing
authorisation in public interest.

8. Applicability of the guidelines for companies applying for both retail and bulk marketing:

An entity seeking authorization for both retail and bulk marketing simultaneously shall make an application to the
Central Government with the requisite non-refundable application fee of ¥ 50 lakh (Rupees fifty lakh) and should have
a minimum net worth of ¥500 crore (Rupee five hundred crore) and would abide with all the provisions detailed in
above Paras 5 and 6 along with their sub-paras with the following modifications only:

(i) The non-refundable authorization fee for bulk marketing shall be ¥ 10 crore (Rupees ten crore).

(i) For both retail and bulk authorisation, the entity is required to fulfill its obligations related to both the
businesses separately, however, it shall be required to deposit only ¥ 5 crore (Rupee five crore) bank
guarantee instead of ¥ 10 crore (Rupee ten crore) towards meeting the obligation in respect of
disciplined behavior.

9. Applicability of new guidelines to existing authorised companies

The new guidelines shall also be applicable to the existing entities who have been authorised to market transportation
fuels under the previous guidelines issued vide Gazette Notification dated 8.3.2002/10.8.2015 and the existing PSU
OMCs, i.e. Indian Oil Corporation Limited (IOCL), Bharat Petroleum Corporation Limited (BPCL) and Hindustan
Petroleum Corporation Limited (HPCL) in the following manner:

9.1 Marketing in case of existing entities who have been authorised to market transportation fuels under the
guidelines issued vide Gazette Notification dated 8.3.2002/ 10.8.2015.

i. All entities authorised to market transportation fuels under the guidelines issued vide Gazette Notification
dated 8.3.2002/ 10.8.2015, shall be required to submit detailed marketing plan to the Central Government
regarding the number of retail outlets proposed to be set up by them after the date of notification of these

guidelines. They shall also be required to set up five percent (5%) of the retail outlets in remote areas in
proportion to the number of retail outlets to be set up by them after notification of the new guidelines. The
timelines for setting up specific percentage of retail outlets shall be the same timelines provided for new
entities as per above Para 6.2.1 and the date of approval by the Government of the new marketing plan
submitted by the authorized entity shall be treated as the start date for the purpose of counting of target
dates. These entities shall also be given both the options as available to new companies i.e. upfront
payment of ¥ 2 crore (Rupee two crore) per remote area RO or deposit of ¥ 3 crore (Rupee three crore)
bank guarantee per RO in remote area.

These entities shall also be required to submit a statement to the Central Government within one month
from the date of notification of new guidelines giving the status of compliance in respect of
commissioning of retail outlets in remote areas as per the terms of the earlier policy vide which they were
granted authorisation. In case of any shortfall, the authorisation is liable to be withdrawn as per the earlier
policy guidelines. However, the authorized entities shall be allowed to exercise one of the following two
options within a period of two months of date of notification of new guidelines, to meet their remote area
obligations of the past period:

a) make an upfront payment of X 2 crore (Rupee two crore) per remote area RO of shortfall; or

b) deposit a bank guarantee of ¥ 3 crore (Rupee three crore) per remote RO of shortfall as a
security towards setting up the remote area ROs within two years from the date of notification of
the new guidelines. In case the entity fails to set up these remote area ROs within two years, the
bank guarantee of ¥ 3 crore (Rupee three crore) per remote RO of shortfall shall be en-cashed at
the end of the second year. The balance bank guarantee, if any, shall be returned to the
authorized entity.

In addition to conventional fuels, the authorized entities are required to install facilities for marketing at
least one new generation alternate fuels at their proposed retail outlets within three years of
operationalization of the said outlet as detailed in above Para 6.1.3.

In case of violation of these conditions of authorisation, the authorized entities shall be issued a notice
proposing withdrawal of authorisation. However, in case an authorized entity presently has surplus number
of retail outlets in remote areas, it shall be allowed to set off the surplus with the future obligations.

Authorisation fees of ¥ 15 crore (Rupees fifteen crore) and bank guarantee of ¥ 5 crore (Rupees five crore)
payable by new entities for bulk marketing shall not be applicable.

Marketing in case of existing PSU OMCs (I0OCL, BPCL and HPCL):

From the date of notification of these guidelines, PSU OMCs shall be required to submit detailed
marketing plan to the Central Government regarding number of retail outlets proposed to be set up by them
for which Letter of Intents (LOIs) have not been issued as on the date of notification of these guidelines.
They are required to set up five percent (5%) of the retail outlets in remote areas in proportion to the
number of retail outlets whose LOIs will be issued after the date of notification of these guidelines. The
timelines for setting up specific percentage of retail outlets shall be the same as timelines provided for new
entities as mentioned in above Para 6.2.1.

In addition to conventional fuels, these entities are required to install facilities for marketing at least one
new generation alternate fuels at their proposed retail outlets within three years of operationalization of the
said outlet as detailed in above Para 6.1.3.

The PSU OMCs shall be exempted from the deposition of the bank guarantee as security towards
fulfillment of remote area obligations. However, applicable penalty in case of default in setting up remote
area ROs shall be applicable to them also.

Authorisation fees of ¥ 15 crore (Rupees Fifteen crore) and bank guarantee of ¥ 5 crore (Rupees Five crore)
payable by new entities for bulk marketing shall not be applicable.

10. Common points

10.1 The entities are also required to use new technologies for marketing; encourage digital payments; provide more
employment to women and ex-servicemen; and install CCTV facility at all ROs.

10.2 Submission of information

10.2.1 The authorised entities would furnish a return in the format as specified from time to time, to Petroleum
Planning & Analysis Cell (PPAC), an agency nominated by the Central Government, providing therein the details of
commissioned ROs along with their Geographic Information System (GIS) coordinates clearly indicating therein the
details of the retail outlets commissioned in remote areas.
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10.2.2 Apart from the above, all authorised entities would be required to furnish information in respect of their
infrastructure, logistics, transfers, sales, imports/ exports etc. in formats and periodicity as prescribed from time to time,
to PPAC.

10.3 The entity shall be required to ensure availability of minimum facilities as specified by the Government from
time to time and provide high levels of customer service.

11. Surrender of authorisation

In case an entity desires to surrender its authorisation at any point of time, it would be required to file an application with
the Central Government stating reasons thereof in this regard. Government shall ordinarily grant permission for the
surrender and refund the bank guarantee deposited towards disciplined behavior to the authorized entity after settling all
dues/disputes, if any, while forfeiting all other amounts/ bank guarantee(s) deposited with the Government.

12. Transfer of authorisation

The authorisation to market transportation fuels will not be transferable without prior permission of the Central
Government. The transfer of authorisation shall normally not be allowed up to seven years from the grant of
authorization. Further, in case of transfer of market authorization to any other entity, the transferee entity shall fulfill all
the eligibility conditions for grant of market authorization and it shall take all obligations of the authorized entity which
desire to transfer its market authorization.

13. Grant of authorization, power to amend the guidelines and dispute redressal

13.1 The Government (Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas) reserves the right to not grant authorization at the
time of application by the entity and also to revoke authorisation at any point of time after assigning reasons for doing so
in public interest.

13.2 The authorization is subject to the entity complying with the terms and conditions of the Authorization and the
guidelines contained in this Resolution, failing which the Government may revoke the authorization of the entity

13.3 The Government (Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas) reserves its right to amend/delete any of the Clauses
of the guidelines for grant of Authorization to Market transportation fuels in public interest and the authorized entities
shall comply with such changes and policy decisions of the Government.

134 In case of any doubt or dispute as regards any of the provisions of these guidelines, the decision of the
Government of India shall be final and binding.

13.5 The marketing authorization does not discharge the Applicant from the obligation of obtaining other approvals
as required under the law, rules or regulations of a competent authority. Further, the disciplinary action taken under any
clause of this Resolution doesn’t discharge the entity from any other legal action due under any law, rules, regulations of
a competent authority.

14. As this Resolution pertains to only MS and HSD, the earlier Resolutions dt. 8.3.2002 and 10.08.2015 mentioned
above shall stand superseded by this Resolution so far as MS and HSD are concerned; while the authorization pertaining
to ATF and Bio-diesel shall continue to be governed as per existing regulations

15. The decision herein contained will come into force at once and will remain in force till further orders.
