Attaching Your Tags Ow Clothes

> Clothing on hangers is limited to 200 pieces per consigvor,

> You wmay bring more clothing (ov havgers, divided by gender/size) in a
labeled Tl and we will replenish it stock gets low. So pick your best
200 tems.

» Tag the clothing, not the hanger!
» Wake sure vour clothing is hanging on the hanger tacing the correct way!

> Whew you are looking at the frout of the garment, the hook of the
hanger should open to the left, like a question mark. If vour clothivg is
on backwards, vou will be asked to change it or it will be pulled from +he
racks.

> Tag through a size tag or through the lett seam of the garment so that
the tag may be easily seen by the shoppers and cut off at checkout,

> Safety pius should not be used!







Attaching Tags on Ttems

For toys & equipment, attach the price tag with clear packing tape. Wake sure tags are
securely attached to all items. ITf using clear tape on 2ip lock bags, make sure we can get
our fingers uvder the tape to remove the +ag.

> Remewmber, this is how vyou get paidl We veed the +ag)
Books and items that could be damaged with clear tape
» Use painter’s tape

» Don't use painter’s tape to secure or bundle items. Use zip ties and zip lock gallon
size bags.

wWhew bundling items with multiple pieces and parts, put the parts in a clear bag and
reinforce the closure with clear packing tape so that children camot aet into the toys
during the sale and scatter the parts. This happens freduently!

Wrap puzzles in clear plastic wrap so that the shopper can see the puzzle, but the
children cannot remove the pieces!
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
