Drop Off Schedule

> Tuesday Gam-Bpwm (Tuesday prior to the start of the sale)

» Occasionally will open drop off on WMonday evening. Follow Facebook to keep updated and read emails.
> ou may come anytime between these hours.

» No appolntiment necessary

> AS many trips as needed

> You will be putting your items out in the appropriate place. Plan at least 1.5 hours or imore
depending on the amount of itewms vou bring. Please do not show up at dpm to drop off your items.

Subtract the amount of time that vou think i+ will +ake, and that is whew you should arrive.

» Ttews will be inspected at a later fime and we will return any items not meeting our standards +o
you whewn vou pick up on Saturday.

Hanagers

hangers. (Uless using binder clips a balby outfit onto larae hanger)

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Tagaing Recap

Privt the “TAG TEMPLATE” ou CARD STOCK ONLY!
> Tags printed on reaular paper will be rejected.

Tv the upper left-hand corver of each card, write your consigor code.
v the upper right-havd corver, write size
v the center of the tag, write a brief description of the item—

» Brand name and color

» Tfitis a wulti-piece item indicate now many pieces are ivcluded.

Prices must be in 1.00 increments (e.g., $3.00, $4.00, $5.00, etc.). NOTHING IS TO BE
PRICED BELOW $3.00!

» (It vou have several small items that are worth less thau $3, bundle them until the lot
of items is worth $3 or more. They can be buwdled as an ontfit on a hanger or in large zip
lock bags for simall toys, bibs, onesies, ete.)

You may donate any unsold items +o benefit charity by writing the capital letter “D” in the
lower right-hand corner of the tag. These items will go +o For Kids +o be sold in their thrift
store.



Half Price Saturdayll

> All items with tags filled ont n
black/blue will be sold at half price.

» Ttems with price writteu v red will
NOT be sold at half price on the final
dav; shoppers will only purchase those
Items at vour original asking price.
SO, If you PONT want certain items
to be reduced on Saturday, use a red
pen or red ink when filling ont tags.

Attaching Your Taas Ow Clothes

> Clothing on hangers is limited to 200 pieces per consigwor,

> You may brivg wore clothing (ov havgers, divided by gevnder/size) in a
labeled tulr and we will replenish if stock gets low. So pick your best
200 Items.

> Tag the clothing, not the hanger!
> WMake sure vour clothing is hangivg on the hanger tacing the correct wayl

> When vou are looking at the front of the garment, the hook of +he
hanger should open +o the left, like a question mark. I your clothivg is
on backwards, you will be asked to change i+ or i+ will be pulled from +he
racks.

» Tag throngh a size tag or throngh the left seam of the garment so that
the tag wmay be easily seen by the shoppers.

» Safety pins should vot be used!







Attaching Tags on Ttems

For toys & equipment, attach the price tag with clear packing tape. Make sure tags are
securely attached to all items. I usivg clear tape on 2ip lock bags, make sure we can get
our fingers under the tape to remove the +ag.

> Remewmber, this is how vou get paidl We veed the +ag)
Books and items that conld be damaged with clear tape
> Use painter’'s tape

> Don't use painter’s tape to secure or bundle items. Use striva, curling ribbow, rubber
bands, zip ties, zip lock gallon size bags.

whew bundling items with wmultiple pieces and parts, put the parts in a clear bag and
reivforce the closure with clear packing tape so that childrew camot get nto the toys
during the sale and scatter the parts. This happens fredquently!

Wrap puzzles in clear plastic wrap so that the shopper can see the puzzle, but the
children cannot remove the pieces!
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
