Country Manor puppies are whelped and raised inside our home. We will pick the best puppy for you based on your criteria.  Since we normally do not choose our own puppy before 6-7 weeks, we will not know which puppy is yours until after that.

All puppies are examined by a licensed veterinarian, wormed, receive their first vaccination at 8 weeks of age, and have hind dewclaws removed.  Puppies will be released to their new owners no earlier than 8 weeks of age. The puppy may not be shown in conformation but may be shown in obedience, agility, hunt tests or other 'performance-type' events.   Deposits are taken only after the puppies are born. For this reason, deposits are non-refundable unless the puppy is not deliverable after 8 weeks of age.
