ATTENDANCE MANDATES
 
1. For legal reasons youth must be checked in and checked out for each meeting by yourself or you're appointed authorized representative listed on the application.  Please instruct your child to wait until you enter the building before trying to leave or go to the parking lot to meet you.  Rare Pearls is responsible for your child until your child has been signed out from the day’s activity and safe with you. 
2. If your child will be absent, kindly inform us… so that we don’t prepare for 30 girls and only 7 show up.  
3. “No show” (is absent without informing RP)  vs “informed absence”
a) if your child is a “no show”  you will get a phone call and that will be counted as the first absence occurrence.  
b) After the second “consecutive” No Show absence occurrence you will get another phone call and letter
c) after the 3rd consecutive No Show absence your child’s status will be changed to “non active” and you must reapply when your child is able to participate fully and the application will then be reconsidered.  Automatic re-enrollment is not guaranteed.  Please understand that when we prepare activities and supplies we account for every child on our current roster. 
4. Keep in mind, unlike other youth programs, we do not charge monthly membership fees for your child to participate.  Therefore we cannot nor realistically it wouldn’t be fair for us to continually put out resources and supplies for a child that does not attend. 
5. CELL PHONES – must be left at the hospitality table or with you.  You can call any of the leaders if you must contact your child. Phone calls will be coming from the executive board.
