Information to help on how to tell if your dog is under or over weight:

" Ideal Weight j ierve

Run vour fingers across the back of vour With your hand in a tight fist, run your fingers across your
relaxed hand below the knuckles. You should bottom knuckles. This extreme mountain/valley with no fat
feel the bones with mnimal faf covering. is what an underweight or emaciated dog would feel like.

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*Waist and abdominal
tuck are easily visible

*Waist visible but is not
prominent

+Minimal fat cover over
ribs

+Apparent abdominal
tuck, but does not rise
much above rib cage
*Ribs, spine and hip

can be felt under

slightly excessive fat
