After Hours Care is 
for non-life threatening  
health concerns like:
• Fever above 38°C
• Rash, sores, wounds, minor burns, or insect bites
• Dizziness, or unusual headaches
•  Stomach pain, nausea and vomiting,  

constipation, diarrhea
• Pain while peeing, or blood in your poop
• Chest or sinus congestion, cough, sore throat
• Ear pain, or issues hearing

When you call After Hours Care,  
a care team will assess your health 

concern and when appropriate, a family doctor will 
call you back. After Hours Care is available weekdays 
between 5:00 p.m. – 9:00 a.m. and 24-hours on 
weekends and holidays. No appointment needed.
