homeless as defined by HUD guidelines. Families must not have the resources to get other housing, including
options to live with friends or family, in a hotel or in a private residence.

Families must also have an eviction notice, a letter from a shelter or other program where they have been living
temporarily, or other written documentation of your situation. Clients must be able to be out of the shelter during
the day and return by 6:30pm each evening.

Description: Hagar’s House is an emergency night shelter with support services for women with children. The
shelter offers at least 30 nights of short-term housing and has room for up to 30 guests. While participating in the
program, families receive thorough assessment and crisis intervention, two meals per day, laundry facilities,
MARTA fares, computer training opportunities, employment counseling, a support group and referrals to other
services, such as free child care, legal assistance and health care. Hagar’s House is unique because it can
accommodate very large families and families with teenage boys.
